1. Call to Order.  The meeting was called to order at 6:30 p.m. by Mayor Sandy Decker and a quorum was declared.
2. Appointment of Alderperson, District #2.  Ringhand made a motion, seconded by Braunschweig to appoint Jim Brooks, 563 South Sixth Street, to serve the balance of the District Two Alderperson term ending in April 2011.  Motion approved 7-0.
Oath of Office was administered to Jim Brooks by the City Clerk.

3. Roll call.  Members present:  Mayor Sandy Decker, Alderpersons Mason Braunschweig, Jim Brooks, Todd Culbertson, Barb Jacobson, Janis Ringhand, Diane Roberts, Dennis Wessels, and Tony Wyse. 4. Approval of Agenda.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Roberts to approve the agenda.  Motion approved 8-0.
5. Approval of Minutes.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Ringhand to waive the reading of the minutes of the March 9, 2010, regular meeting and March 13, 2010, Committee of the Whole meeting and to approve them as presented.  Motion approved 8-0.

A. Youth Center Advisory Board Report.  David Sobeski gave a brief update on their activities.  They are gathering data to determine the number of resident versus non-resident attendees.  He added that a couple of the “Ducks” are missing and to contact him if they are found.

M. Energy Independence Team Report.  Decker stated that they did get formal notification that they received the Energy Efficiency and Conservation Block Grant in the amount of approximately $133,000.  They are awaiting receipt of the contract and the work has to be completed by the end of December.

8. Unfinished Business
A. Roberts presented the Second Reading and made a motion, seconded by Braunschweig to approve Ordinance 2010-02, Amending the Zoning Code Related to Landscaping, Signs and Parking.  [Sponsors Braunschweig and Roberts].  Braunschweig explained that these proposed amendments have been to the Unified Land Development Code Committee and Plan Commission.  Council discussed the electronic message signs within the different business districts.  Ringhand made a motion, seconded by Brooks to amend the motion by adding the language in Section 130.1277(j) (3), (4), (5), and (6) to Section 130.1276(i).  After further discussion, Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Wessels to table the motion until the next regular Common Council meeting in May.  Motion to table approved 8-0.
B. Braunschweig presented the Second Reading and made a motion, seconded by Roberts to approve Ordinance 2010-03, Amending Municipal Code Chapter 48 Related to Erosion Control.  [Sponsors Braunschweig and Roberts].  Motion approved 8-0.
C. Braunschweig presented the Second Reading and made a motion, seconded by Ringhand to approve Ordinance 2010-04, Regulating the Use of Dumpsters.  [Sponsors Braunschweig and Culbertson].  Motion approved 8-0.
9. Communications and Recommendations from the Mayor 

A. Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Ringhand to appoint the Public Works Superintendent as City Forester per section 106-191 of the City Code.  Motion approved 

8-0.

B. Ringhand presented the First Reading of Ordinance 2010-06, Amending Chapter 122 of the Municipal Code, Relative to Weight Limits.  [Sponsors Braunschweig and Roberts].
13. Eminent Domain Proceedings
A. Ringhand made a motion, seconded by Braunschweig to move to closed session pursuant to Wisconsin Statutes 19.85(1)(e) to deliberate the purchase of public properties.  Motion approved 8-0 on a roll call vote at 7:25 p.m.

Ringhand made a motion, seconded by Roberts to return to open session.  Motion approved 8-0 at 7:52 p.m.

B. Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Culbertson to approve the purchase of parcel 6-20-269A for $50,000 and parcel 6-20-269AA.1 for $2,000.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Culbertson to amend the motion by amending the property descriptions by adding 2.9 acres of parcel 6-20-269A and 0.63 acres of parcel 6-20-269AA.1 as designated in the map prepared 4/13/2009 by Foth Infrastructure & Environment, LLC.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Wessels to amend the amendment by adding the language that each offer is a jurisdictional offer.  Motion, with amendments, approved 8-0 on a roll call vote.
