1. Call to Order.  The meeting was called to order at 6:32 p.m. by Mayor Sandy Decker.

3. Approval of Agenda.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Ringhand to approve the agenda.  Motion approved 8-0.
4. Approval of Minutes.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Roberts to waive the reading of the minutes of the July 13, 2010, regular meeting and to approve them as presented.  Motion approved 8-0.

A. Youth Center Advisory Board Report.  Dave Sobeski stated they are negotiating with the YMCA to increase their hours from 10 per week to 15 per week. 8. Communications and Recommendations from the Mayor
A. Decker reported on the first summit of the Wisconsin Economic Development Summit Series which was held in Appleton on August 2nd with a focus on new strategies for economic development and competitiveness in Wisconsin.  Statistics presented included Wisconsin’s declining per capita income, demographics indicate the state is aging, and our infrastructure quality is decreasing.  Be Bold Wisconsin, a result of past economic development studies, came up with two goals for Wisconsin; 1) to be in the top 10 states for starting a business by 2016 and 2) to be in the top 10 states for expanding business by 2016.  The second summit is scheduled for August 26th in La Crosse and the third and final summit will be held in Milwaukee on October 5th.  She added that the summit was recorded and is available on-line at WisconsinEye.
9. Communications from the City Administrator.
A. Community Rating System (CRS).  Wietecha stated that this was a long application process.  The net effect is that on any national flood insurance premium, for city properties within the floodplain, a 15% discount will be given on policies that are new or renewed after May 1, 2010.
