1. Call to Order.  The meeting was called to order at 6:30 p.m. by Mayor Sandy Decker.
2. Appointment of Alderperson District #2.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Brooks to appoint Cheryl Fuchs, 409 South First Street, to serve as District Two Alderperson until the April 2011 election.  Motion approved 6-0.
Oath of Office was administered to Cheryl Fuchs by the City Clerk.
