MINUTES
1. Call to Order.  The meeting was called to order at 6:30 p.m. by Mayor Sandy Decker.
2. Roll call.  Members present:  Mayor Sandy Decker, Alderpersons Jim Brooks, Todd Culbertson, Cheryl Fuchs, Barb Jacobson, Diane Roberts, Dennis Wessels, and Tony Wyse.  Member absent:  Alderperson Mason Braunschweig.  Others present:  City Administrator Dan Wietecha, City Clerk Judy Walton, Public Works Director Dave Wartenweiler, City Engineer Dave Sauer, and Floyd Hayes-640 Windsor Lane-Evansville.
3. Approval of Agenda.  Culbertson made a motion, seconded by Jacobson to delete Item 10E, move Item 9A to follow 10D, and approve the agenda.  Motion approved 7-0.
4. Approval on Minutes.  Roberts made a motion, seconded by Brooks to waive the reading of the minutes of the January 11, 2011, regular meeting and to approve them as presented.  Motion approved 7-0.
5. Citizen appearances.  None
6. Reports of Committees

A. Finance and Labor Relations Committee Report

(1). Brooks made a motion, seconded by Roberts to accept the Water & Light bills as presented in the amount of $612,363.68.  Motion approved 7-0 on a roll call vote.

A. Bird City Wisconsin Application

(1). Brooks made a motion, seconded by Roberts to approve Resolution 2011-02 in support of International Migratory Bird Day, 2011.  Motion approved 7-0.
B. Roberts made a motion, seconded by Jacobson to waive the 7-day notice on citizen committee appointments.  Motion approved 7-0.
C. Roberts made a motion, seconded by Wessels to approve the Mayoral appointment of John Otto, 39 West Liberty Street, to an unexpired 3-year term on the Youth Center Advisory Board, ending in 2012.  Motion approved 7-0.
D. Wyse made a motion, seconded by Culbertson to approve the Mayoral appointment of Sue Berg, 321 Garfield Avenue, to an unexpired 3-year term on the Economic Development Committee, ending in 2012.  Motion approved 7-0.

A. Roberts made a motion, seconded by Culbertson to approve Resolution 2011-03 in support of Rock County PACE Program Application 2011-01-20.01.  Motion approved 7-0.
B. Roberts made a motion, seconded by Culbertson to approve Resolution 2011-04, Approving Rock County Hazard Mitigation Plan, updated September 2010-2015.  Motion approved 7-0.
C. Roberts made a motion, seconded by Culbertson to approve Amended Public Participation Plan.  Motion approved 7-0.
D. Roberts made a motion, seconded by Culbertson to approve 2011-2013 Agreement with the Wisconsin Professional Police Association.  Wietecha directed Council to his memo which gave an overview of the agreement.  Council thanked Wietecha for his hard work.  Motion approved 7-0 on a roll call vote.
E. Motion to approve collective bargaining agreement with Teamsters Local Union #695.  (Deleted)
F. Updates on state budget bills (Item 9A).  Wietecha presented a simplified description of the changes to base wages, health insurance, and retirement contributions within the Budget Repair Bill; cost-saving tools.  

Next, he focused on the proposed cuts to shared revenue, explaining that at this point we do not know the amount of the cut nor do we know if there will be cuts to other unrestricted intergovernmental revenues.  He also explained how the cost savings would most likely not be enough to cover the cuts.
Lastly, he gave an update on union negotiations and non-represented employee contracts.

A. Wessels presented the first reading of Ordinance 2011-02, Affirming Sewer Connection Fees.  [Sponsors: Braunschweig and Brooks].
