MINUTES
1. Call to Order.  The meeting was called to order at 6:30 p.m. by Mayor Sandy Decker.
2. Roll call.  Members present:  Mayor Sandy Decker, Alderpersons Mason Braunschweig, Jim Brooks, Todd Culbertson, Cheryl Fuchs, Barb Jacobson, Diane Roberts, Dennis Wessels, and Tony Wyse.  Others present:  City Administrator Dan Wietecha, City Clerk Judy Walton, City Attorney Mark Kopp, Tom Cothard, John Decker, Kelly Gildner of The Review, and Sandy Franklin.
John Decker took a photograph of the Council with Flat Stanley, a second grade student project, who accompanied Mayor Decker to the American Public Power Association Legislative Rally in Washington, D.C.

3. Approval of Agenda.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Roberts to approve the agenda.  Motion approved 8-0.
4. Approval of Minutes.  Brooks made a motion, seconded by Roberts to waive the reading of the minutes of the February 8, 2011 regular meeting and the February 22, 2011, special meeting and to approve them as presented.  Motion approved 8-0.
5. Citizen appearances.  Sandy Franklin addressed the Council, stating that she was interested in purchasing the property at 535 E Main Street (the former Police Station) for her business Sew Many Threads.  She stated that after her first offer was rejected, she had an appraisal done on the property and submitted a second offer to purchase. (3). Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Roberts to approve 2011-2013 Agreement with Evansville Supervisory Association.  Wietecha stated that this agreement mirrors the Wisconsin Professional Police Association which was approved in February.  He reviewed the key points; wages and retirement contributions.  Motion approved 8-0 on a roll call vote.
(4). Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Roberts to approve Acknowledgement of Assignment and Assumption of Contracts.  [from Foth Infrastructure & Environment to Cedar Corporation].  Motion approved 8-0 on a roll call vote.
