MINUTES
1. Call to Order.  The meeting was called to order at 6:32 p.m. by Mayor Sandy Decker.
2. Roll call.  Members present:  Mayor Sandy Decker, Alderpersons Mason Braunschweig, Jim Brooks, Todd Culbertson, Cheryl Fuchs, Diane Roberts, Dennis Wessels, and Tony Wyse.  Alderperson Barb Jacobson arrived at 6:36 p.m.  Others present:  City Administrator Dan Wietecha, City Clerk Judy Walton, City Attorney Mark Kopp, Jeff Roe from the DNR, Public Works Director Dave Wartenweiler, Floyd Hayes, Kelly Gildner of The Review, and Youth Center Committee President Greg Kuelz.
3. Approval of Agenda.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Roberts to move Item #8A to follow Item #4 and approve the agenda.  Motion approved 7-0.
4. Approval of Minutes.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Roberts to waive the reading of the minutes of the March 8, 2011 regular meeting and the March 31, 2011, and April 7, 2011, special meetings, adding on Tourism after Governor’s Conference in Item #8A of the March 8, 2011 minutes and to approve them as presented.    Motion approved 7-0.
(Item #8A)  Decker directed the Council to her Mayoral Proclamation Recognizing Arbor Day 2011.  Jeff Roe, on behalf of the Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources Urban Forestry Program, presented the City with their 10th consecutive Tree City Award.  

5. Citizen appearances.  None
A. Chamber of Commerce.  No one present.
6. Reports of Committees.
A. Youth Center Advisory Board Report.  Greg Kuelz reported that their fundraising season has started and he mentioned several upcoming events including the Ducks, the 4th of July, and the Civil War event in May.  They are working on a new job description for their current LTE.  He informed the Council that two board members are resigning; Dixie Moll and her family are moving and Kyle Allen is unable to continue due to other commitments.  He stated that they continue to be active with BASE.
B. Finance and Labor Relations Committee Report.
(1). Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Roberts to accept the Water & Light bills as presented in the amount of $894,814.28.  Motion approved 8-0 on a roll call vote.
(2). Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Roberts to accept the City bills as presented in the amount of $1,308,391.01.  Motion approved 8-0 on a roll call vote.
C. Plan Commission Report

(1). Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Brooks to approve final land division application to create two duplex lots in the undeveloped portion of the Park Place Townhomes PUD.  Motion approved 8-0.
Braunschweig informed the Council that City Planner John Stockham had tendered his resignation effective July 1, 2011 and the Finance & Labor Relations Committee approved a Request for Proposal for the position.

Decker added that the continuation of the public hearing from the April 4th meeting would be held during the regular meeting on May 2nd at the Performing Arts Center at the High School and would continue on May 3rd if needed.

D. Public Safety Committee Report
(1). Wessels made a motion, seconded by Jacobson to approve the Alcohol Beverage License Application for a Class “B” Beer/“Class B” Liquor License for Creekside Place Inc, David VanDerHaegen, Agent, DBA Creekside Place Inc., 102 Maple Street, Evansville WI  53536.  Motion approved 8-0.
(2). Wessels made a motion, seconded by Braunschweig to approve the 2011 Joint Powers Agreement between Rock County and the City of Evansville for Public Safety Answering Point (PSAP).  Wessels explained that this is an annual agreement for the 911 system.  Motion approved 8-0.

G. Economic Development Committee Report.  Wyse reported that the industrial park identification program is proceeding and they are moving forward on the database program.

Decker reported that she and her husband attended the Wisconsin Association of Historic Preservation Commissions Spring Conference in Columbus on April 9th and saw a presentation on historic window repairs.  Additionally, she had the opportunity to talk with the person at the State Historical Society who is responsible for national register nominations and learned that it is likely the nominations for the Park and St. John’s Lutheran Church will go before the state review board this summer, possibly August.

11. Introduction of New Ordinances
A. Braunschweig presented the First reading of Ordinance 2011-03, Amending the Sign Code.  [Sponsors: Braunschweig and Wyse].
12. Sale of 535 East Main Street (former police station).

A. Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Culbertson to meet in closed session per Wisconsin Statutes 19.85(1)(e) to deliberate the purchasing of public property at 535 East Main Street, and to subsequently reconvene in open session.  Motion approved 8-0 on a roll call vote at 7:03 p.m.

Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Roberts to reconvene in open session.  Motion approved 8-0 at 7:18 p.m.

B. Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Roberts to accept an offer to purchase the property at 535 East Main Street in the amount of $135,000 with closing by June 30, 2011 and to allow early occupancy by buyer and subject to the terms included in the memo from the City Administrator dated April 12, 2011.  Culbertson expressed his concern that the amount required for earnest money was too low.  Motion approved 8-0 on a roll call vote.
