1. Call to Order.  The meeting was called to order at 6:32 p.m. by Mayor Sandy Decker.

3. Oath of Office – Alderpersons.  Oath of Office was administered to District #1 Alderperson Barbara Jacobson, District #2 Alderpersons Jim Brooks and Cheryl Fuchs, District #3 Alderperson Floyd Hayes, and District #4 Alderperson Dennis Wessels by the City Clerk.

5. Commendation.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Wessels to approve Resolution 2011-05, Commending Diane Roberts for her Service to the City of Evansville.  Current Council President Mason Braunschweig read the resolution aloud. Motion approved 8-0.
Mayor Sandy Decker presented a key to the City to Diane Roberts.

I. Wessels made a motion, seconded by Braunschweig to approve the Mayoral appointments of Betsy Ahner, 66 North Water Street, John Decker, 143 West Main Street, and Rich Modaff, 103 South Third Street, for two-year terms to the Historic Preservation Commission.  Motion approved 8-0.
J. Culbertson made a motion, seconded by Jacobson to approve the Mayoral appointment of Paul Miller, 8 Sherman Court, to a five-year term to the Housing Authority.  Motion approved 8-0.
K. Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Jacobson to approve the Mayoral appointment of Kurt Schmidt, 231 West Liberty Street, to a three-year term to the Zoning Board of Appeals.  Motion approved 8-0.
L. Culbertson made a motion, seconded by Braunschweig to approve the Mayoral designations of Jeff Hanson, 535 Greenview Drive, as first alternate and Janice Turner, 233 West Church Street, as second alternate to the Board of Review for 2011.  Motion approved 8-0.
Decker commented that this is the sixth time she has made appointments; the committees are full and there is a waiting list of people.

11. Committee Reference Information.  Decker asked the Council to think about any committee information they may want provided to them.  She asked that if anyone was interested in the New Officials Workshop, to be held in May, to let staff know.  Culbertson stated that any information that would help shorten the learning curve would be good.  He noted that it takes some time to get up to speed in a new committee, especially as chairperson, and receiving an update from the outgoing chairperson would be beneficial.
There was discussion about compiling citizen committee member information by the chairperson’s in order to keep that contact list current.

Decker stated that there will be a Committee of the Whole meeting in the near future.

Jacobson suggested that monthly committee reports be more informative.
12. Rundle/Chilsen Agreement.  Braunschweig asked for clarification on what changes were made to the revised agreement.  Kristine Chilsen stated the first sentence of the agreement read (in part) “in the City of Evansville” and was changed to “in the Town of Union”.  Also, the language was changed in Item #6 of the Easement Agreement.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Culbertson to approve Agreement with William Rundle and Kristine Chilsen.  Motion approved 8-0 on a roll call vote.
13. Rep. Ringhand Listening Session.  Decker informed the Council that Rep. Janis Ringhand will be holding a listening session on Wednesday, April 20, 12:00-1:30 at Library and she and City Administrator Dan Wietecha intend to go.
14. Adjournment.  Culbertson made a motion, seconded by Jacobson to adjourn at 7:05 p.m.  Motion approved 8-0.
