MINUTES
1. Call to order.  The meeting was called to order at 6:30 p.m. by Mayor Sandy Decker.
2. Roll Call.  Members present:  Mayor Sandy Decker, Alderpersons Mason Braunschweig (arrived at 6:32 p.m.), Jim Brooks, Todd Culbertson, Cheryl Fuchs, Floyd Hayes, Joshua Manring, and Tony Wyse.  Alderperson Barb Jacobson was absent.  Other present:  City Administrator Dan Wietecha, City Clerk Judy Walton, City Attorney Mark Kopp, Library Director Kathi Kemp, Kelly Gildner of The Review, District #3 write-in candidate Randy Withrow, District #4 candidate Ben Ladick, Youth Center Advisory Board member Greg Kuelz, Maryann Zelmanski 129 Walker Street, and Rock County Circuit Court Candidates Tod Daniel and Barbara McCrory. 
3. Approval of Agenda.  Brooks made a motion, seconded by Culbertson to approve the agenda.  Decker noted that she will be giving a report on the Ice Age Trail, League Lobbying Day, and MEUW under agenda Item 8.  These are non-action items.  Motion approved 6-0.
4. Approval of Minutes.  Culbertson made a motion, seconded by Hayes to waive the reading of the minutes of the January 10, 2012, regular meeting and the February 2, 2012, special meeting and to approve them as presented.    Motion approved 6-0.
5. Citizen appearances.
A. Rock County Circuit Court Candidate Tod Daniel introduced himself and described his background, education, teaching experience, practical experience, elected positions, and military experience.
B. Rock County Circuit Court Candidate Barbara McCrory introduced herself and stated she is the only candidate with judicial experience.  She gave a brief history of her educational background and noted that she has family ties to Evansville.
6. Reports of Committees.
A. Youth Center Advisory Board Report.  Greg Kuelz reported that all continues to move smoothly at the center.  Laura Schlessleman will be presenting her report to the Council.  There was an incident where a student appeared to have alcohol with him but that was handled admirably by the students, parents and staff.
B. Finance and Labor Relations Committee Report.
(1). Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Culbertson to accept the City and Water & Light bills as presented in the amount of $3,124,320.42.  Motion approved 7-0 on a roll call vote.
(2). Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Brooks to approve Resolution 2012-03, Approving Year-End Amendments to the 2011 Budget and New-Year Amendments to the 2012 Budget.  Motion approved 7-0 on a roll call vote.
(3). Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Brooks to approve non-represented employee salaries for 2012.  Motion approved 7-0 on a roll call vote.
(4). Library Director Kathi Kemp addressed Council regarding control and management of invested monies earmarked for the library.  She stated that in 2005 the City of Evansville was added to the library investment accounts at the request of the finance director employed at that time for ease of accounting and auditing.  The library board has directed her to have the city removed from the accounts so they have exclusive control of the funds.
After a lengthy discussion it was agreed that the library has control of their investment accounts; payments are processed though the city upon requests from the library; and the intent of any money given to the library needs to be tracked by the library board.

F. Water & Light Committee Report.  Brooks reminded Council of the Elm Road Generating Station tour scheduled for April 19th and the deadline to sign up is this week.

Tourism meetings continue to go very well.  The Governor’s Conference will be attended by Sue Berg and is scheduled for March 4 – 6.

I. Parks and Recreation Board Report.  Culbertson reported that they are gearing up for the 2012 projects, including Westside Park improvements.

K. Fire District Report.  Wyse reported that they purchased a lawn mower, received a radio grant, and they are still working on scheduling repair for the truck.

7. Unfinished Business.
A. Braunschweig presented the second reading and made a motion, seconded by Brooks to adopt Ordinance 2012-01, Amending Chapter 2 of the Municipal Code, Relative to Charges for Non-Sufficient Funds. [Sponsors Brooks and Braunschweig].  Motion approved 7-0.
B. Braunschweig presented the second reading and made a motion, seconded by Brooks to adopt Ordinance 2012-02, Amending Chapter 130 of the Municipal Code, Relative to Duplex Standards in R-2 District, Duplex Definitions, and Duplex Regulations.  [Sponsors Braunschweig and Brooks].
Wietecha questioned whether the ordinance presented was the most current version.  After a brief discussion, Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Brooks to table this item.  Motion approved 7-0.
C. Braunschsweig presented the second reading and made a motion, seconded by Brooks to adopt Ordinance 2012-03, Amending Chapter 130 of the Municipal Code, Relative to Conditional Use Permit Applications.  [Sponsors Braunschweig and Brooks].  Motion approved 7-0.
8. Communications and Recommendations from the Mayor

A. Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Manring to waive the seven-day notice on citizen appointments.  Motion approved 7-0.
B. Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Culbertson to approve the Mayoral appointment of Phil Kress, 239 W Liberty Street, to an unexpired 5 year term ending in 2014 to the Board of Review and to remove him as alternate.  Motion approved 7-0 on a roll call vote.
C. Culbertson made a motion, seconded by Braunschweig to approve Resolution 2012-04, Appointing City Engineer.  Motion approved 7-0.

Decker distributed a portion of a column she wrote on the Ice Age Trail and stated that plans for the trail to come close to Evansville would be a positive for the city.
Decker stated that she and Alderperson Brooks will be going to Madison tomorrow to attend the League Lobby Corp and the MEUW Legislative Day.  She reviewed the items they will be addressing with representatives.
9. Communications from the City Administrator

A. Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Culbertson to approve application for Energy Efficiency & Conservation Block Grant (EECBG) in amount of $35,000 for additional LED streetlights.  Motion approved 7-0.
B. Wietecha stated that Mark Sendelbach will be kept on as Water & Light Superintendent beyond the 45 day introductory period.
C. Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Brooks to disallow claim by Terry N. Bridgewater alleging city negligence.  Motion approved 7-0 on a roll call vote.

A. Braunschweig presented the First Reading of Ordinance 2012-04, Amending Chapter 126 of the Municipal Code, Relative to Cross Connections.  [Sponsors Brooks and Hayes]
