MINUTES

1. Call to order.  The meeting was called to order at 6:30 p.m. by Mayor Sandy Decker.
2. Roll Call.  Members present:  Mayor Sandy Decker, Alderpersons Mason Braunschweig, Jim Brooks, Todd Culbertson, Cheryl Fuchs, Floyd Hayes, Barb Jacobson, Joshua Manring, and Tony Wyse.  Others present:  City Administrator Dan Wietecha, City Clerk Judy Walton, City Attorney Mark Kopp, and District #4 candidate Ben Ladick. 
3. Approval of Agenda.  Brooks recommended removing item 6-F-2 from the agenda.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Culbertson, to approve the agenda as amended.  Motion approved unanimously.
4. Approval of Minutes.  Brooks made a motion, seconded by Braunschweig, to waive the reading of the minutes of the February 14, 2012, regular meeting and to approve them as presented.    Motion approved unanimously.

5. Citizen appearances.  None.
6. Reports of Committees.

A. Youth Center Advisory Board Report.  Wietecha said the Youth Center is averaging 23 kids per day.  The quacking fundraiser was very successful.  The board is planning for the Fourth of July.
B. Finance and Labor Relations Committee Report.

(1). Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Culbertson to accept the City and Water & Light bills as presented in the amount of $2,904,252.24.  Motion approved unanimously on a roll call vote.

(2). Braunschweig explained this would realign the office duties.  The City Clerk would take on a greater role in human resources management.  The Human Resources Administrator position would be updated to become an Executive Assistant to help the Finance Director with accounting and bookkeeping, the City Administrator with employment contracts and collective bargaining, and the City Clerk with payroll and recordkeeping.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Culbertson, to consider the Executive Assistant a budgeted position for 2012.  Motion approved unanimously on a roll call vote.
(3). Wietecha explained a proposed Donations & Fundraising Policy had been discussed a year ago but never decided.  He noted that the draft policy is intended to stimulate feedback from Finance & Labor Relations Committee, City Council, and staff so a final draft could be recommended in April.  Council asked about grants and allowing EMS to have a checking account.
(4). Wietecha explained proposed updates to the Personnel Policy are intended to stimulate feedback from Finance & Labor Relations Committee, City Council, and staff so a draft could be presented for additional comment in April and finalized for recommendation in May.

(1). Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Hayes, to approve the 2012 Joint Powers Agreement between Rock County and the City of Evansville for Public Safety Answering Point (PSAP).  Motion approved unanimously.

(1). Brooks made a motion, seconded by Hayes, contingent on completed application and satisfactory credit check, to approve Shared Savings Funding Agreement with WPPI Energy and Shared Savings Agreement with Bluescope Buildings (Varco Pruden) for a $50,000 loan under the shared savings program.  Brooks explained the program and credit check are administered by WPPI.  It would involve two agreements, one between WPPI and the City, and the second between the City and Bluescope.  The loan would pay for lighting upgrades which would be paid by the energy savings within five years.  Motion approved unanimously on a roll call vote.

K. Fire District Report.  Jacobson reported they are reviewing the building use policy.  Repairs to engine #61 will be performed in Janesville rather than Ohio. [Sponsors Braunschweig and Brooks].  Motion approved unanimously.
C. Braunschsweig presented the second reading and made a motion, seconded by Hayes, to adopt Ordinance 2012-04, Amending Chapter 126 of the Municipal Code, Relative to Cross Connections.  [Sponsors Brooks and Hayes].  Motion approved unanimously.
