MINUTES
1. Call to order.  The meeting was called to order at 6:32 p.m. by Mayor Sandy Decker.
2. Roll Call.  Members present:  Mayor Sandy Decker, Alderpersons Mason Braunschweig, Jim Brooks (arrived at 6:34 p.m.), Cheryl Fuchs, Floyd Hayes, Barb Jacobson (departed at 9:21 p.m.), Ben Ladick, Josh Manring, and Jon Senn.  Others present:  City Clerk Judy Walton, City Administrator Dan Wietecha, City Attorney Mark Kopp, Library Director Megan Becker, Library Board Member Wally Shannon, Kelly Gildner of The Review and Pam Ascencio.
3. Approval of Agenda.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Manring to approve the agenda.  Motion approved 8-0.
4. Approval of Minutes.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Hayes to waive the reading of the minutes of the October 9, 2012, regular meeting and to approve them as presented.  Motion approved 8-0.
5. Civility reminder.  Monthly reminder that Council has committed to civility during meetings.
6. Citizen appearances
A. Public Hearing on the 2013 Operating Budget.  Wietecha directed Council to his memo outlining the adjustments proposed for the budget ordinance.  He noted that there is a $2,735 “placeholder” in the expenses to keep the budget balanced.  Jacobson asked if the new fire truck was included in the budget and Wietecha responded that the dollar amount in the city’s budget for the Fire District is the amount from their budget.  Hayes received clarification that there is no new squad budgeted for the Police Department but the cameras are included.
Decker opened the public hearing at 6:43 p.m.  There were no public comments and Decker closed the public hearing at 6:44 p.m.

Braunschweig thanked city staff for their work on the budget.  He added that the Council has been doing a good job on the budgets, something not common in other municipalities.
Decker suggested using the $2,735 for either the rail study, as the amount budgeted will be short, or for the purchase of trees to replace the ash trees that will need to be removed due to the emerald ash borer.

Braunschweig presented the second reading and made a motion, seconded by Hayes to approve Ordinance 2012-13, Adopting 2013 Operating and Capital Budgets and Setting Tax Levies.
Brooks made a motion, seconded by Senn, to amend the motion by changing the Economic Development Expenses amount from $6,500 to $8,500.  Motion approved 7-1 with Jacobson opposing.

Main motion, as amended, approved 8-0 on a roll call vote.

B. Pam Ascencio, 441 Almeron Street, stated her neighbor is still operating a boarding kennel with dogs spending the night and she would like to see it closed.  Wietecha noted that it has not been determined that a violation of the city code has occurred.
7. Reports of Committees

A. Library Board Report.  Library Director, Megan Becker, reported that circulation and computer use is up.  They will be conducting interviews for the Assistant Director on December 8th.
B. Youth Center Advisory Board Report.
(1). Ladick made a motion, seconded by Braunschweig to allow Boy Scouts to hold an overnight event at 209 S. First St. (Youth Center) in January 2013 with a $100 security deposit.  Chaperones would provide adequate supervision and liability should not be an issue.  Motion approved 8-0.
C. Finance and Labor Relations Committee Report

(1). Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Manring to accept the City and Water & Light bills as presented in the amount of $1,259,201.94.  Motion approved 8-0 on a roll call vote.
(2). Discussion on Administration Office including the draft City Administrator/Finance Director position description, changes to City Code, and the proposed updated organization chart.  Many duties of the combined position will be delegated to the Community Development Director and to the current office staff.
Wietecha reported that the city received 20 applications for the Community Development Director position.  The selection panel will consist of Mayor Decker as chair of the Plan Commission, Jim Brooks as chair of the Economic Development Committee, Mason Braunschweig as Council President, Paul Benjamin from the Rock County Planning Department, Dave Olsen from Baker Manufacturing, and himself.  Interviews will be conducted after Thanksgiving.
(3). Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Brooks to approve Resolution 2012-18, Approving Amendments to 2012 Budget.  Motion approved 8-0 on a roll call vote.
(4). Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Brooks to approve Addendum #1, Electronic Data Compliance, to Agreement for Maintenance Assessment Services with Associated Appraisal Consultants, Inc.  Motion approved 8-0 on a roll call vote.
D. Plan Commission Report.  No report.
E. Public Safety Committee Report
(1). Jacobson made a motion, seconded by Braunschweig to approve Purchase of Services Agreement with Rock County Humane Society for 2013.  Motion approved 8-0 on a roll call vote.
(2). Jacobson made a motion, seconded by Hayes to approve the Original Alcohol Beverage License Application for a Class “A” Beer/“Class A” Liquor License for Susan L. Nettum, 118 Teddy Street, Brooklyn, Wisconsin 53521, dba The Artful Gourmet, 16 West Main Street, Evansville, Wisconsin 53536.    Motion approved 8-0.
(3). Jacobson reported that the Evansville Health Club will be having a 5K run on Thanksgiving Day starting at 7:30 a.m.

The Public Safety Committee also took another look at knox boxes and will be getting information out to businesses and multi-residential owners.
F. Public Works Committee Report.  No report.
G. Water & Light Committee Report

(1). Brooks made a motion, seconded by Ladick to approve Resolution 2012-16, In Support of the Preservation of Municipal Utility PILOTs.  Motion approved 8-0.
(2). Brooks directed Council to the Fact Sheet: Advanced Metering document in the packet which would be helpful to answer questions that they may receive.  He added that Evansville is not installing advanced meters at this time as the current meters serve our needs.
H. Economic Development Committee Report

(1). Tourism Advisory Committee Update.  Brooks reported that Sue Berg compiled and distributed a list of accomplishments for the year.  Additionally, Dan Wietecha did a TIF 101 presentation for the committee which helps them stay fresh on tools available for financing development in the city.
(2). Ice Age Trail Update – Decker reported that Evansville is one of the two options for the trail.
I. Redevelopment Authority Report.  No report.
J. Parks and Recreation Board Report.  Fuchs reported that the park restrooms are now closed and winterized; the pool is winterized; Westside Park restroom facility is approximately half done; discussion on disc golf is ongoing; and plans for Peace Park are on hold.
K. Historic Preservation Commission Report.  Ladick reported that they approved one application to replace windows.
L. Fire District Report.  Jacobson reported that they are purchasing a new pumper for $669,706.  Evansville representatives voted against the purchase.
M. Police Commission Report.  No report.
N. Energy Independence Team Report.  No report.
O. Board of Appeals Report.  Wietecha reported that they met on November 7th and denied a variance application for the property at 705 and 709 Brown School Road.
8. Unfinished Business 
A. Jacobson made a motion, seconded by Hayes to remove from the table Ordinance 2012-12, Amending Chapter 122 of the Municipal Code, Relative to Parking Restrictions for Camping Trailers, Recreational Vehicles, Trailers, and Certain Other Vehicles on Public Streets.  [Sponsors Jacobson and Fuchs].  Motion approved 8-0.
(1). Jacobson made a motion, seconded by Hayes to adopt Ordinance 2012-12, Amending Chapter 122 of the Municipal Code, Relative to Parking Restrictions for Camping Trailers, Recreational Vehicles, Trailers, and Certain Other Vehicles on Public Streets.  [Sponsors Jacobson and Fuchs].
Brooks made a motion, seconded by Jacobson to amend the motion by striking Sec. 122-135(a).  Motion to amend approved 5-4 with Decker voting aye after a tie roll call vote of 4 ayes – Manring, Senn, Brooks & Jacobson and 4 nays – Ladick, Braunschweig, Fuchs, and Hayes).
Main motion, as amended, fails 3-5 on a roll call vote with Manring, Senn, Braunschweig, Hayes and Ladick opposing.
B. Braunschweig presented the second reading and made a motion, seconded by Brooks to adopt Ordinance 2012-14, Amending Chapter 130 of the Municipal Code Relative to Handicapped Parking Requirements and Parking for Combined Uses.  [Recommended by Plan Commission].  Motion approved 8-0.
C. Brooks presented the second reading and made a motion, seconded by Braunschweig to adopt Ordinance 2012-15, Amending Chapter 130 of the Municipal Code Relative to Definitions for Zoning.  [Recommended by Plan Commission].  Motion approved 8-0.
D. Brooks presented the second reading and made a motion, seconded by Braunschweig to adopt Ordinance 2012-16, Amending Chapter 130 of the Municipal Code Relative to the Requirements for All Uses in the LL-R12, LL-R15, R-1, R-2, and R-3 Districts.  [Recommended by Plan Commission].  Motion approved 8-0.
E. Brooks presented the second reading and made a motion, seconded by Hayes to adopt Ordinance 2012-17, Relating to Hosting Gatherings Involving Underage Possession and Consumption of Alcohol.  [Sponsors Brooks and Hayes].

Kopp explained that this ordinance will supplement state law by holding the individuals who provide a location for underage drinking accountable in municipal court.

Council discussed at length the pros and cons of having the social hosting ordinance.
Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Brooks to amend the motion by changing the penalty amounts in Sec 6-8 as follows:  $250 $750 and $2,000 $5,000.  Amendment approved 8-0.
Braunschweig called for a vote.  Approved 8-0.

Main motion, as amended, approved 7-1 with Senn opposing.
F. League of Wisconsin Municipalities Annual Conference.  Decker reported that Barb Jacobson, Jon Senn, Dave Wartenweiler and herself attended the conference.  Sessions included Asset Management, Economic Development, TIF’s, GIS Mapping, and Impacts of Act 10.
G. US Cellular antenna equipment at water tower.  Wietecha directed Council to the printed copy of the amended lease that was approved last month.
9. Communications and Recommendations from the Mayor

A. Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Manring to approve mayoral appointment of Judy Walton as City Treasurer.  Motion approved 8-0.
B. Brooks made a motion, seconded by Braunschweig to approve mayoral appointment of Jeff Vrstal, 284 Franklin Street, as alternate to the Board of Appeals for an unexpired term ending in April 2013.  Motion approved 8-0.
C. Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Brooks to approve mayoral appointment of Jeff Vrstal, 284 Franklin Street, as First Alternate to the Board of Appeals for 2012.  Motion approved 8-0.
D. Decker presented her Mayoral Proclamation In Recognition of Veterans Day, 2012.  She added that the event held at the school, with approximately 2,000 people in attendance, was wonderful.  She presented 18 keys to the city and copies of the Proclamation to 16 World War II Veterans and 2 Korean War Veterans.
10. Communications from the City Administrator

A. Brooks made a motion, seconded by Senn to approve Final Agreement with Every Survivor Trust.  Motion approved 8-0 on a roll call vote.
B. Brooks made a motion, seconded by Hayes to approve 2013 membership renewal in Evansville Chamber of Commerce.  Motion approved 8-0 on a roll call vote.
C. Wietecha gave a breakdown of the work included in the budget for the City Hall exterior project.
D. Discussion on the Capstone Ridge monument sign.  Wietecha directed Council to his analysis of the ownership of the sign, ongoing maintenance, background, and options the city has for addressing the complaint that the sign was removed.
Jacobson left the meeting at this time.
