MINUTES
1. Call to order.  The meeting was called to order at 6:30 p.m. by Mayor Sandy Decker.
2. Roll Call.  Members present:  Mayor Sandy Decker, Alderpersons Mason Braunschweig, Jim Brooks, Cheryl Fuchs, Barb Jacobson, Ben Ladick, Josh Manring, James Montgomery, and Jon Senn.  Others present:  City Administrator Dan Wietecha, City Attorney Mark Kopp, City Clerk Judy Walton, Library Director Megan Kloeckner, and members of the public.
3. Approval of Agenda.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Senn, to approve the agenda as printed.  Motion approved unanimously.
4. Approval of Minutes.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Senn, to waive the reading of the minutes of the August 13, 2013, regular meeting and to approve them as presented.  Motion approved unanimously.
5. Civility reminder.  Recognition of the commitment to civility and decorum at city meetings.
6. Citizen appearances.  Peggy Hels said she appreciates the proposed automated cart service but feels the 95 gallon size is too large, would be difficult to store, and would be awkward for the elderly to handle.  Gerald Hels said he also feels the carts would be too large and difficult for the elderly to handle; he also asked how the charges would be impacted by the lost revenue from no longer selling tags.
7. Reports of Committees.
A. Library Board Report.  Kloeckner reported on a busy, successful, and happy August.
B. Youth Center Advisory Board Report.  Ladick said the Youth Center had just opened with the new school year.  He noted some renovations to reduce problems with storm water and make cleaning easier.
C. Finance and Labor Relations Committee Report.
(1). Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Brooks, to accept the City and Water & Light bills as presented in the amount of $1,149,809.40.  Motion approved unanimously on a roll call vote.
(2). Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Brooks, to approve Exclusive Solid Waste and Recyclables Collection and Disposal Contract with Advanced Disposal Services Solid Waste Midwest, LLC, from 2014 through 2020.  Extensive discussion about the proposed change to automated carts, costs of the service, and a preference for options for smaller cart sizes.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Senn, to table the main motion.  Motion to table approved unanimously.
(3). Wietecha explained the 2012 financial audit was unqualified, reviewed the management letter, and pointed out that general fund balance was greater than our policy target.
D. Plan Commission Report.  Decker said a conditional use permit had been approved for an auto repair business.
E. Public Safety Committee Report.  Jacobson reported ambulance calls were up, the Evansville Night Out had been a great success, police have a mock assessment for the accreditation, and a prescription drug drop-off is planned in October.
F. Public Works Committee Report.  Braunschweig noted the Garfield Avenue project is wrapping up; the contractor will then move to the stormwater repairs on Court Street.
G. Water & Light Committee Report.  Brooks said the line upgrade along Old Highway 92 and 5th Street is delayed because the crew went to Iowa to repair storm damage.  The WPPI Energy annual meeting is later in the week.
H. Economic Development Committee Report.  Brooks reported they are reviewing the revolving loan fund to make it more user friendly.  There will be several hundred people in the park for the Bike the Barns event over the weekend.

J. Parks and Recreation Board Report.  Fuchs said the Five-Year Park Plan should be on their agenda next month, they are looking to the Antes Fund for the disc golf course and a historic marker, and they are drafting a job description for the Aquatics Director.

L. Fire District Report.  Jacobson said they reviewed their proposed budget.  The new truck would be inspected next week and hopefully be ready to put in service.
