MINUTES
1. Call to order.  The meeting was called to order at 6:30 p.m. by Mayor Sandy Decker.
2. Roll Call.  Members present:  Mayor Sandy Decker, Alderpersons Jim Brooks, Rick Cole, Cheryl Fuchs, Barb Jacobson, Ben Ladick, Josh Manring, James Montgomery, and Jon Senn.  Others present:  City Administrator Dan Wietecha, City Attorney Mark Kopp, City Clerk Judy Walton, Chief of Police Scott McElroy, Police Lieutenant Jay Koehler with his son and Lindsay Klitzman, Police Sargent Patrick Reese, Community Development Director Nicole Sidoff, Police Commission President Scott Brummond, Police Commission Member Kim Miller, City of Whitewater Chief of Police Lisa Otterbacher,  WILEAG Board Member Jim Scrivner, , Rick Bierman, Architect for the Evansville Ford Project,  Kelly Gildner of The Review, and Candidate for Alderperson District #3 Gene Lewis. 
3. Approval of Agenda.  Brooks made a motion, seconded by Senn to move Items 8A and 7D1 to follow Item 6 and approve the agenda.  Motion approved 8-0.
4. Approval of Minutes.  Brooks made a motion, seconded by Manring to waive the reading of the minutes of the February 11, 2014, regular meeting and to approve them as presented.  Motion approved 8-0.
5. Civility reminder.  Recognition of the commitment to civility and decorum at city meetings.
6. Citizen appearances
A. Lisa Otterbacher, City of Whitewater Police Chief and a member of the Governing Board for the Wisconsin Law Enforcement Accreditation Group (WILEAG) formally recognized the Evansville Police Department for achieving their Certificate of Accreditation by complying with the WILEAG Accreditation Standards.
7. Reports of Committees

A. Library Board Report.  The board is meeting this evening.
B. Youth Center Advisory Board Report.  Ladick reported that they are purchasing new ducks for the Ducky Derby; they are working with BASE on anti-bullying; and they are looking for a dunk tank.
C. Finance and Labor Relations Committee Report

(1). Brooks made a motion, seconded by Manring to accept the City and Water & Light bills as presented in the amount of $3,675,035.45.  Motion approved 8-0 on a roll call vote.
(2). Brooks made a motion, seconded by Manring to approve Resolution 2014-03, Amending City Fee Schedule.  Motion approved 8-0 on a roll call vote.
(3). Manring made a motion, seconded by Brooks to approve Resolution 2014-05, Approving Interfund Loans for Water Tower Painting and Maintenance.  Motion approved 8-0 on a roll call vote.
(4). Manring made a motion, seconded by Brooks to discontinue reporting of Housing Authority as a component unit of the city.
Wietecha recommended tabling the item until we receive additional information from our auditors.
Brooks made a motion, seconded by Senn to table the item for 1 month.  Motion approved 8-0.

(5). Brooks made a motion, seconded by Cole to approve policies for Health Insurance, AFLAC, Dental Insurance, Life Insurance, Income Continuation Insurance, Wisconsin Retirement Fund, Deferred Compensation, and Donation of Sick Leave Policies.
Wietecha reviewed each of the recommendations from the Finance & Labor Relations Committee.
Brooks made a motion, seconded by Fuchs to amend the motion by correcting minor clerical errors and changing Section #6-3, sentence #3, health dental; and adding to the end of paragraph #2, Section 7-5g for administrative purposes.  Motion to amend approved 8-0.
Main motion, as amended, approved 8-0 on a roll call vote.
(6). Brooks made a motion, seconded by Jacobson to extend non-represented employee contracts one year through December 31, 2016.  Motion approved 8-0 on a roll call vote.
D. Plan Commission Report.
(1). Fuchs made a motion, seconded by Cole to approve Development / Annexation Agreement with M&J Real Estate (Evansville Ford).
Sidoff pointed out that the amount of taxes to be paid only include the 2 parcels involved in the Evansville Ford project.

Rick Bierman requested a rebate on the sewer connection fees.  Decker explained that the rebate amount would be approximately $4,000.  Plan Commission did not take action on the request.

Council did not take action on the request.

Motion approved 8-0.

(2). Sidoff reported that the next items related to this project will be the rezoning and certified survey map to combine Evansville Ford’s two parcels.

E. Public Safety Committee Report
(1). Jacobson made a motion, seconded by Fuchs to approve 2014 Joint Powers Agreement with Rock County for 911 public safety answering point (PSAP).  Motion approved 8-0.
Jacobson reported that the Police Department had 906 calls and 65 license plate transactions in February; the new vehicle is in service; she requested that Council take a look at their facebook page and forward any suggestions to the department; they are working in conjunction with BASE to host the Reality Maze on April 3rd at the high school; Rock County National Night Out is scheduled for August 5th at Leonard Leota Park; and donations are being taken for fireworks.
EMS had 38 calls in February; they are starting the Lucas device trial; and longtime EMT Kathy Buttchen has retired after 30 years of service. 
F. Public Works Committee Report.  Fuchs reported that they are continuing discussion on combining the Water & Light and Public Works departments.
G. Water & Light Committee Report

(1). Travel Reimbursement.

a. Senn made a motion, seconded by Cole to approve an exception from the travel policy to approve reimbursement of expenses after the travel rather than prior.  Motion approved 7-0 on a roll call vote with Brooks abstaining.
b. Senn made a motion, seconded by Montgomery to approve reimbursement of up to a total of $1,100 to Jim Brooks and WPPI for travel expenses to attend the American Public Power Association legislative rally in Washington, DC.  Motion approved 7-0 on a roll call vote with Brooks abstaining.
(2). Brooks made a motion, seconded by Montgomery to approve Engineering Services Contract with Town & Country Engineering for plans, specifications, and bidding of Water Tower Repair and Painting project.  Motion approved 8-0 on a roll call vote.
(3). Brooks made a motion, seconded by Fuchs to approve Engineering Service Contract with Dixon Engineering for project administration and inspection of Water Tower Repair and Painting project.  Motion approved 8-0 on a roll call vote.
(4). Brooks reported that the Public Service Commission has started talks to petition FEMA for funding for the entire state to help with the cost of running water and thawing of frozen pipes. 

Water & Light Committee now meets on the last Tuesday of the month.
H. Economic Development Committee Report.  Brooks reported that they met last night and continue discussion on food trucks.
Decker added that they passed out the new historic walking tour guides.
I. Redevelopment Authority Report.  No report.
J. Parks and Recreation Board Report.  Fuchs reported that they are trying to schedule a meeting with an individual from the DNR to discuss putting a lower fish bag limit on the lake.
K. Historic Preservation Commission Report.  No report.
L. Fire District Report.  Jacobson reported that the firemen are reviewing their medical and fitness requirements for new hires and they have finished their Hepatitis B vaccinations.
The community that purchased the old engine was the Town of Athelstane, Wisconsin.
M. Police Commission Report.  No report.
N. Energy Independence Team Report.  Decker reported that the next meeting is scheduled for April.
O. Board of Appeals Report.  No report.
8. Unfinished Business.
A. Jacobson presented the second reading and made a motion, seconded by Brooks to approve Ordinance 2014-01, Annexing Territory into the City of Evansville, Wisconsin.  [Initiated by applicant Evansville Ford].

Sidoff explained that the annexation would consist of approximately 2.6 acres on the east side of U.S. Highway 14 just north of the city limits.  The Plan Commission approved the annexation petition, site plan and conditional use permits.

Motion approved 8-0.
9. Communications and Recommendations from the Mayor.
A. Decker reported that each year the Water & Light Department receives $1,500 from WPPI for community projects.  This year they gave the entire amount to the Care Closet for their roof replacement project.
B. Decker reported on the Ehlers Public Finance Seminar.  Nicole Sidoff attended all of the Economic Development sessions.  Decker and Jon Senn attended some of the Economic Development sessions and some of the financial sessions.

Senn added that he got something out of every session, and commented that the seminar was very well put together.

C. Decker reported that she and Jim Brooks combined the materials for the League of Wisconsin Municipalities and the Municipal Electric Utilities of Wisconsin (MEUW) rally’s for a one day trip to Madison.  They met with Representative Janis Ringhand and Senator Tim Cullen.

Additionally, she and Jim Brooks attended the American Public Power Association (APPA) legislative meetings in Washington D.C.
10. Communications from the City Administrator.  Wietecha announced that he has verbally accepted a position in Michigan and anticipates formally submitting his 30 day notice of resignation in the next day or two.
