MINUTES
1. Call to order.  The meeting was called to order by Mayor Sandy Decker at 6:30 p.m.
2. Roll Call.  Members present:  Mayor Sandy Decker, Alderpersons Jim Brooks, Rick Cole, Barb Jacobson, Ben Ladick, Josh Manring, James Montgomery, and Jon Senn.  Alderperson Cheryl Fuchs was absent.  Others present:  City Administrator Dan Wietecha, City Clerk Judy Walton, City Attorney Mark Kopp, Library Director Megan Kloeckner, Kelly Gildner of The Review, Gene Lewis, and Sheila De Forest.

3. Approval of Agenda.  Jacobson made a motion, seconded by Cole to approve the agenda.  Motion approved 7-0.
4. Approval of Minutes.  Senn made a motion, seconded by Jacobson to waive the reading of the minutes of the March 18, 2014, regular meeting and to approve them as presented.    Motion approved 7-0.
5. Civility reminder.  Recognition of the commitment to civility and decorum at city meetings.
6. Citizen appearances.
A. Sheila De Forest, candidate for the 45th Assembly District, introduced herself to the Council. 
7. Reports of Committees.
A. Library Board Report.  Kloeckner reported on upcoming activities including Family Night, Farmer’s Market, and the Energy Fair.  They are also installing new fiber optics for their internet and mobile maker spaces.
B. Youth Center Advisory Board Report.  Wietecha reported they are gearing up for the 4th of July.  Brooks reported that they have a robot club that will be at the Energy Fair.
C. Plan Commission Report.
(1). Brooks made a motion, seconded by Senn to approve the preliminary and final certified survey map (CSM) to combine parcels 6-20-193.1 and 6-20-196, located at 8038 US Highway 14 (Evansville Ford).  Decker explained that the Evansville Ford Agreement has been approved; this is just combing the two parcels.  Motion approved 7-0.
(2). Discussion and possible motion to approve entering negotiations for purchase of former Bauer Haus property.  Council discussed the possibility of the post office using this area, creating a walking/biking trail, a road so people are not using the VFW property, and generally improving the look of the area.
Brooks made a motion, seconded by Senn to approve entering into negotiations for the purchase of the former Bauer Haus property.  Motion approved 7-0.
D. Finance and Labor Relations Committee Report.
(1). Brooks made a motion, seconded by Senn to accept the City and Water & Light bills as presented in the amount of $1,743,258.31.  Motion approved 7-0 on a roll call vote.
(2). Manring made a motion, seconded by Senn to approve policies for Employee Definitions, Probationary/Introductory Period, Attendance & Hours, Pay Periods & Payday; Time Sheets; Compensation; Overtime Compensatory Time & Call-In Pay; Standby Procedures & Compensation; FLSA Exempt Positions; Longevity Bonus; Clothing Allowance; Temporary Assignment Compensation; Payroll Deductions; No Pay Advances; Travel Lodging & Meals; Membership Dues; and Training & Development.
Wietecha reviewed each of the recommendations from the Finance and Labor Relations Committee and pointed out that the Employee Definitions section was new to the policy.  A lengthy discussion on these policies followed.
Jacobson made a motion, seconded by Manring to amend the motion by changing Section 5-4 Compensation so the compensation is adjusted by the Common Council and not the Finance and Labor Relations Committee.  Motion failed 1-6 with Jacobson voting aye.
Brooks made a motion, seconded by Senn to amend the motion by making the following changes:

Section 2-7 Employee Definitions - e) shall mean shall mean

Section 5-5 Overtime, Compensatory Time, and Call-In Pay, paragraph 2, second sentence - Paid holiday hours, (not floating holidays).  Also within that sentence removing the strikethrough - union dues/fair share payments
Section 5-11 Payroll Deductions, paragraph 2, first sentence – underline the words if applicable
Section 5-13 Travel, Lodging, and Meals, paragraph 2, fifth sentence – In addition, all trips lasting
Amendment approved 7-0.

Main motion, as amended, approved 7-0.
(3). Brooks made a motion, seconded by Manring to approve revisions to Fund Balance Policy.  Motion approved 7-0.
(4). Brooks made a motion, seconded by Manring to remove from the table the motion to discontinue reporting of Housing Authority as a component unit of the city.  Motion approved 7-0.
i. Brooks made a motion, seconded by Senn to discontinue reporting of Housing Authority as a component unit of the city.  Motion approved 7-0.

G. Water & Light Committee Report.
(1). Brooks directed Council to the WPPI 2013 Activity Report and their letter to the City of Evansville which points out the assistance we have received due to our membership with WPPI Energy.
