MINUTES
1. Call to order.  The meeting was called to order by Mayor Sandy Decker at 6:30 p.m.
2. Roll call.  Members present:  Mayor Sandy Decker, Alderpersons Jim Brooks, Rick Cole, Barb Jacobson, Ben Ladick, Josh Manring, James Montgomery, and Jon Senn.  Alderperson Cheryl Fuchs was absent.  Other present:  City Administrator Dan Wietecha, City Clerk Judy Walton, Kelly Gildner of The Review, Gene Lewis, Donna Lewis, and Gary Lewis.
3. Alderperson Oath of Office.  The City Clerk administered the Oral Oath of Office to District #1 Alderperson Rick Cole, District #3 Alderperson Gene Lewis, and District #4 Alderperson Ben Ladick.

4. Mayoral Oath of Office.  The City Clerk administered the Oral Oath of Office to Mayor Sandy Decker.

5. Roll Call of New Council.  Members present:  Mayor Sandy Decker, Alderpersons Jim Brooks, Rick Cole, Barb Jacobson, Ben Ladick, Gene Lewis, Josh Manring, and James Montgomery.  Alderperson Chery Fuchs was absent.
6. Jon Senn Commendation.  Brooks made a motion, seconded by Jacobson to approve Resolution 2014-08, Commending Jon Senn for his Service to the City of Evansville.  Brooks read aloud the resolution.  Motion approved 7-0.
7. Nomination and election of Council President.  Decker opened nominations for Common Council president.  Manring nominated Brooks.  There were no other nominations.  Decker closed nominations and declared Alderperson Brooks Council President.
8. Appointment of Official Newspaper.  Jacobson made a motion, seconded by Manring to appoint The Evansville Review as the City of Evansville’s official newspaper for a term of one year.  Motion approved 7-0 on a roll call vote.
9. Designation of Authorized Signers.  Brooks made a motion, seconded by Cole to approve Resolution 2014-07 Designating Authorized Parties to Sign for Transactions Involving City Bank Accounts and Investments.  It was noted that the appropriate names would be inserted into the resolution for the City Administrator/Finance Director and the Deputy Clerk/Treasurer when those positions are filled.  Motion approved 7-0 on a roll call vote.
10. Ordinance 2014-05.  Jacobson presented the second reading and made a motion, seconded by Cole to Approve Ordinance 2014-05, Regulating Cigarettes, Nicotine, and Tobacco Products.  [Sponsors Jacobson and Cole].  Jacobson explained that our current code does not address electronic cigarettes.  Brooks added that this also incorporates additional state statutes.  Motion approved 7-0.
11. Bond Schedule.  Brooks made a motion, seconded by Manring to approve the Bond Schedule for Selected Ordinances.  Motion approved 7-0 on a roll call vote.
12. Consulting Firm Recruitment. Decker asked the Council if they wished to request proposals for a local government recruitment consulting firm for the City Administrator/Finance Director position or if they were comfortable going with the firm we have used in the past, Public Administration Associates.  After discussion, they were comfortable with using this firm again.  Montgomery did comment that he would normally prefer to go out for request for proposals but due to the time constraints, especially with budget starting soon, he was comfortable with this decision.
13. Committee Aldermanic Appointments.
Mayor Decker stated that Items 13 and 14 could be voted on as groups and Council could identify any appointments they wished to vote on separately.  None were identified.
Brooks made a motion, seconded by Manring to combine and to approve all Committee Aldermanic Appointments.  Motion approved 7-0 on a roll call vote.
