MINUTES

1. Call to order.  The meeting was called to order at 6:30 p.m. by Mayor Sandy Decker.
2. Roll Call.  Members present: Mayor Sandy Decker, Alderpersons Jim Brooks, Rick Cole, Cheryl Fuchs, Barb Jacobson, Ben Ladick, Gene Lewis, Josh Manring, and James Montgomery.  Others present:  City Clerk Judy Walton, City Attorney Mark Kopp, Library Director Megan Kloeckner, Greg Johnson and Maureen Schiel from Ehlers, Inc., Kelly Gildner from The Review, Doug Rebout from the Rock County Farm Bureau, representatives from the post office, and other members of the public.
3. Approval of Agenda.  Fuchs made a motion, seconded by Manring to approve the agenda.  Motion approved 8-0.
4. Approval of Minutes.  Cole made a motion, seconded by Fuchs to waive the reading of the minutes of the May 13, 2014 regular meeting and to approve them as presented.    Jacobson stated that the report found under Item 9L should be part of Item 9E.  Decker stated that under Item 9C1, paragraph 4, the following should be struck; can be satisfied.  Motion, with changes, approved 8-0.
5. Civility reminder.  Recognition of the commitment to civility and decorum at city meetings.
6. Citizen appearances.
A. Marla Larsen-Williams, Real Estate Specialist with the United States Postal Service addressed the Council regarding the relocation of the current post office.  They have been in the current location since 1960 and need to consider relocating due to the future expansion of the library.  They are looking for a building that is 3,800 – 4,200 square feet.
Starting today, there is a 15 day period that they will take comments from the community members.  The entire relocation process can take 9 – 36 months.  She assured those present that they are not closing the post office.

B. Doug Rebout, presenting the Rock County Farm Bureau, invited the Council to the Focus on Agriculture event on Wednesday, June 25th at Seneca Foods Corporation in Janesville.
7. Reports of Committees

A. Library Board Report.  Kloeckner reported that the Department of Public Instruction and the Arrowhead Library System are working together on computer upgrades; the library is conducting Food for Fines; Ice Cream Social will be on June 27th; the Board is starting the process for the future library expansion; and summer reading is underway.
B. Youth Center Advisory Board Report.  Ladick reported they are gearing up for the 4th of July festivities and they are looking for volunteers for the dunk tank.
C. Plan Commission Report.
(1). Jacobson made a motion, seconded by Fuchs to approve the preliminary and final certified survey map to combine Parcels 6-27-370 and 6-27-669 into one parcel and to combine Parcels 6-27-971.1A and 6-27-971.1 into one parcel, finding that the certified survey map is in the public interest and meets the objectives contained within Section 110-102(g) of City ordinances. (BlueScope Buildings, 273 Water Street)
Decker explained they are consolidating and streamlining the number of parcels they currently have.  A public hearing was conducted and the Plan Commission unanimously recommended Council approval.

Motion approved 8-0.

(2). Jacobson made a motion, seconded by Cole to approve the preliminary and final condominium plat for Parcel 6-27-959.A2, finding that the condominium plat is in the public interest and meets the objectives contained within Section 110-102(g) of City ordinances. (705 and 709 Brown School Road)
Decker noted that a public hearing was held and there were no comments.

Motion approved 8-0.

D. Finance and Labor Relations Committee Report

(1). Brooks made a motion, seconded by Manring to accept the City and Water & Light bills as presented in the amount of $932,098.00.  Motion approved 8-0 on a roll call vote.
(2). Brooks made a motion, seconded by Manring to approve Resolution #2014-11, a Resolution Authorizing the Issuance and Sale of $3,165,000 Water and Electric System Revenue Bonds of the City of Evansville, Rock County, Wisconsin, and Providing for the Payment of the Bonds and Other Details with Respect to the Bonds.
Maureen Schiel, Ehlers, Inc., presented the Sale Day Report.  She explained that the total cost (principal and interest) is $26,536 less due to the underwriters discount and a lower interest rate.

Motion approved 8-0 on a roll call vote.
(3). Brooks made a motion, seconded by Manring to approve Resolution #2014-12, a Resolution Amending Fees in Lieu of Making Park and Recreational Land Dedication.
Decker noted that the fees were last increased, by 39%, back in 2006.  This increase would be 30% and is reasonable.  A typo was pointed out in the third Whereas in the resolution and will be corrected (increased in).
Motion approved 8-0.

(4). Manring made a motion, seconded by Brooks to approve Resolution #2014-13 Authorized Signers for Hometown Bank.
Motion approved 8-0.

E. Public Safety Committee Report.  Jacobson reported co-op student Josh Chenoweth’s last day was Friday, June 6th and the next co-op student, Adrianna Schlitzer, starts on June 16th.  The Police Commission appointed Ian Reilly to full-time and appointed Dustin Thompson and Meryisa Hernandez part-time.  Dustin Thompson did take a full-time position elsewhere prior to starting and part-time officer Jamison Davis accepted a full-time position with another agency.
There were 1,068 calls for service and 72 license plate transactions in May.  The animal chapter of the municipal code will be reviewed as it was discovered that it is out of date.

EMS had 49 calls for service in May.  EMS Chief Mary Beaver and Zach Beaver will be attending the UW conference in Wisconsin Dells on June 22nd – 25th. 
F. Municipal Services Report

(1). Brooks made a motion, seconded by Cole to approve Resolution 2014-13, Documenting Review of the 2013 Compliance Maintenance Annual Report (CMAR).  Motion approved 8-0.
Brooks reported they engaged a bridge specialist, Jewell Associates, who will also be conducting the dam inspections; opened bids on the Main Street and Maple Street resurfacing projects, all of which were over budget; and opened the bids for the water tower painting, work will be completed in 2015.
G. Economic Development Committee Report.  Brooks reported they meet on Monday night and will begin the process of updating the smart growth plan.
H. Redevelopment Authority Report.  None.
I. Parks and Recreation Board Report.  Fuchs reported their last meeting was held at the pool which included a tour; there continues to be vandalism at Westside Park; the DNR shocked the lake, it is doing okay but needs restocking; they discussed signage at the lower baseball diamond and approved allowing signs that will be displayed during this ball season; and they approved a sign to be erected at Westside Park for the Community Garden.
J. Historic Preservation Commission Report.  Lewis reported they denied a request for a lighted sign at the dental clinic at 109 S Madison Street as it is not allowed with our current zoning; viewed the proposed plans for the lower ball park at Leonard Leota Park; and they had a quick special meeting for a home with fire damage.
K. Fire District Report.  Montgomery reported that most of the trucks passed their full pump inspections; pumper 61 did not pass completely and needs repairs.  Their last meeting date was changed to the first Thursday of the month but many people forgot so they have changed the meetings back to the first Tuesday of the month.  Officers were elected.
L. Police Commission Report.  No report, they should be meeting soon.
M. Energy Independence Team Report.  Next meeting is scheduled for July 9th.
N. Board of Appeals Report.  No report.
8. Unfinished Business

A. Jacobson presented the second reading and made a motion, seconded by Brooks to approve Ordinance 2014-06, Rezoning Territory from Agricultural District (A) Zoning to Residential One District (R-1) Zoning (Windmill Ridge).  [Citizen-Initiated Ordinance]

Brooks noted that the staff report includes the findings, including storm water and land use compatibility, traffic generation, and effects on the community.  These need to be considered before action is taken.
Montgomery commented that although he is for development, Garfield Avenue is already very congested.  Decker said that would be a good topic for the Transportation Chapter in the Smart Growth Plan Update.
Motion approved 8-0.

B. Brooks presented the second reading and made a motion, seconded by Cole to approve of Ordinance 2014-07, amending Chapter 130 of the City Code Regarding Commercial Animal Boarding in the Light Industrial (I-1) District. [Sponsors Brooks and Cole]

Decker noted that I-1 is a good place for this type of business because typically there are not residences nearby.  Plan Commission recommends approval.  A conditional use permit is still required.

Motion approved 8-0.

9. Communications and Recommendations from the Mayor

A. Manring made a motion, seconded by Brooks to approve the contract with PAA, LLC.  Motion approved 8-0 on a roll call vote.
B. Manring made a motion, seconded by Brooks to approve purchasing a brick from the Evansville High School Student Council.

Decker explained that the bricks make up the pathway to the press box and cost $30.

Manring made a motion, seconded by Brooks to amend the motion adding not to exceed $30.  Motion approved 8-0.

Main motion, as amended, approved 8-0 on a roll call vote.

10. New Business.  None.
11. Introduction of New Ordinances

A. Brooks presented the First Reading of Ordinance 2014-08, Amending Chapter 26 of the Municipal Code, Relative to Cemetery.  [Sponsors Brooks and Ladick]
