MINUTES
1. Call to order.  The meeting was called to order at 6:05 p.m. by Mayor Sandy Decker.

2. Roll Call.  Members present: Mayor Sandy Decker, Alderpersons Jim Brooks, Rick Cole, Cheryl Fuchs, Barb Jacobson, Gene Lewis, Josh Manring, and James Montgomery (arrived at 6:14 p.m.).  Alderperson Ben Ladick was absent.  Others present:  City Clerk Judy Walton and City Attorney Mark Kopp.
3. Approval of Agenda.  Manring made a motion, seconded by Brooks to approve the agenda.  Motion approved 6-0.
4. Deferral of Minutes.  Manring made a motion, seconded by Jacobson to defer the reading of the minutes of the July 8, 2014 regular meeting and the July 18 and July 19, 2014 special meetings to the next regular meeting.   Motion approved 6-0.
5. Citizen appearances.  None
6. SWAG.  Brooks gave a brief synopsis of the meeting with Southern Wisconsin Agricultural Group (SWAG).  SWAG requested the meeting.  Greg Johnson and Dave Wagner from Ehlers, as well as Attorney Mark Kopp were present.  
SWAG requested the city to 1) Annex 130+ acres into the city, 2) some sort of re-working of TID 6 to generate increment, and 3) a commitment from the city to exceed our voluntary borrowing limit of 50% of the statutory limit.

The City reiterated prior conditions, 1) TIF would only go for infrastructure, 2) the project would need to be Pay As You Go, and 3) the city’s borrowing limit was set at 50% to protect citizens and is a written policy.

Dave Wagner offered deferred assessment bonds as an alternative, however SWAG would have to meet dollar for dollar on those bonds from the beginning.
Brooks made a motion, seconded by Manring to affirm the July 24, 2014 City of Evansville letter to the Board of Directors of the Southern Wisconsin Agricultural Group.  Motion approved 7-0.
7. Closed Session.  Fuchs made a motion, seconded by Jacobson to convene in closed session pursuant to Sec. 19.85 (1)(c), Wis. Stats., considering employment, promotion, compensation or performance evaluation data of a public employee over which the governing body has jurisdiction or authority and will reconvene in open session.  Motion approved 7-0 on a roll call vote at 6:15 p.m.
8. Communications and Recommendations from the Mayor

A. Manring made a motion, seconded by Brooks to approve the appointment of Patrick Ian Rigg as the City Administrator/Finance Director effective August 18, 2014, subject to an agreement on specific terms of employment offered.  Motion approved 6-0 on a roll call vote with Montgomery abstaining.
9. Adjournment.  Jacobson made a motion, seconded by Cole to adjourn at 6:50 p.m.  Motion approved 7-0.
