3. Approval of Agenda.  Brooks made a motion, seconded by Cole to delete Items 11B, 11C, and 11D and to approve the agenda.  Motion approved 7-0.
4. Approval of Minutes.  Brooks made a motion, seconded by Fuchs to waive the reading of the minutes of the July 8, 2014 regular meeting and July 18, July 19, and July 24, 2014 special meetings and to approve them as presented.  Motion approved 7-0.

A. Library Board Report.  Kloeckner reported that preliminary numbers show 121 kids registered for the summer reading program.  Brian Wilson is preparing a space and needs analysis.

D. Finance and Labor Relations Committee Report

(1). Brooks made a motion, seconded by Cole to accept the City and Water & Light bills as presented in the amount of $1,019,810.81.  Motion approved 7-0 on a roll call vote.

(3). Brooks made a motion, seconded by Ladick to approve the appointment of Jason M. Sergeant as the Community Development Director, subject to an agreement on specific terms of employment offered.
Motion approved 6-1 on a roll call vote with Montgomery opposing.

E. Public Safety Committee Report.  Jacobson reported that the Rock County National Night Out was a huge success with over 1,800 people attending.  Students were present to explain a Senior Fun Walk they are scheduling as part of their senior project.
F. Municipal Services Report

(1). City Engineer, Brian Berquist, gave an informational presentation of the projects for Main Street (from 4th Street to 5th Street) and Maple Street (from Water Street to Church Street).  He explained that in addition to the replacement of curb and gutter and street resurfacing, manholes will be replaced and also the dip at Prentice Street will be fixed.  He anticipates work to take approximately 1 month with no interruption of utilities, mail service, or emergency services.
A public hearing on the projects will be held during the September 9th Common Council meeting.  A couple of residents did comment that they were in favor of the projects; one added that it would have been nice to have had notification of the work earlier.
