MINUTES
1. Call to order.  The meeting was called to order at 6:03 p.m. by Mayor Sandy Decker.
2. Roll Call.  Members present: Mayor Sandy Decker, Alderpersons Jim Brooks, Cheryl Fuchs, Barb Jacobson, Ben Ladick, Gene Lewis, Josh Manring and James Montgomery.  Alderperson Rick Cole was absent.  Others present:  City Administrator/Finance Director Ian Rigg, City Clerk Judy Walton, Police Chief Scott McElroy, Library Director Megan Kloeckner, Municipal Services Superintendent Mark Sendelbach, Municipal Judge Tom Alisankus, and EMS Chief Mary Beaver.
3. Approval of agenda.  Brooks made a motion, seconded by Fuchs to approve the agenda.  Motion approved 7-0.
4. Citizen appearances.  None
5. 2015 Capital and Operating Budget Presentations.  Each department head presented their capital and operating budget proposals.  Discussion followed for clarification of requests but there was no action taken.
6. City Administrator/Finance Director budget comments.  Rigg noted several items that are negatively impacting the budget, including a reduced amount of General Transportation Aid, a low percentage of net new construction, and an increase of 11.85% in health insurance premiums.
7. Mayoral Appointment.  At the September 9, 2014 regular meeting a motion by Brooks and seconded by Cole to approve the Mayoral appointment of Jerry Hels, 414 S Sixth Street, to the Park & Recreation Board for an unexpired term ending in 2016 was made.  A voice vote was taken and the motion passed 7-0 however the vote should have been by roll call.  
A new vote taken at this meeting by roll call passed 7-0.
8. Upcoming meetings. Decker reminded anyone attending the League of Wisconsin Municipalities Conference of the WPPI Breakfast meeting.
Brooks will be attending the Customers First! Coalition’s POWER Breakfast on October 6th in Madison.
9. Manring made a motion, seconded by Brooks to approve Sales Order Agreement with Election Systems & Software.  Walton noted that this is for the new voting machine to be used starting in 2015.  Motion approved 7-0 on a roll call vote.
10. Adjournment.  Jacobson made a motion, seconded by Lewis to adjourn at 8:58 p.m.  Motion approved 7-0.
