1. Call to order.  Mayor Sandy Decker called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  

2. Roll call.  Members present:  Mayor Sandy Decker, Alderpersons Tom Cothard, Todd Culbertson, Janis Ringhand, Diane Roberts, Dennis Wessels and Tony Wyse.  Alderperson Mason Braunschweig arrived late.  Alderperson Barb Jacobson was absent.  Staff present:  Dan Wietecha, City Administrator.  Several members of the public were also present. 
3. Approval of Agenda.  Roberts made a motion, seconded by Ringhand to approve the agenda.  Motion approved unanimously.
4. Approval of Minutes.  Cothard made a motion, seconded by Roberts to waive the reading of the minutes of November 11, 2008, regular meeting and to approve them as presented.  Motion approved unanimously.

5. Citizen appearances.
A. The Evansville Lego Lords Team presented their research on reducing the amount of carbon dioxide being released by vehicles.  Carpooling by residents who work outside of the city, growing food locally instead of transporting it, and heating homes with bio-fuels and solar power were among their suggestions. 
B. William Hurtley, 41 S Fifth Street, stated his concerns on cemetery rates, non-resident use of the cemetery, decoration complaints and the enforcement of cemetery rules. Decker asked Mr. Hurtley to attend the December Public Works Meeting as they would address any changes.

(5). Cothard made a motion, seconded by Roberts to approve Resolution 2008-26, Amending Evansville’s Fee Schedule.  Ringhand stated that Public Works will be discussing cemetery fees further.  Motion approved unanimously on a roll call vote.
