MINUTES

I. Roll Call.  Present: Tony Wyse, Todd Culbertson, Gene Bass, Roger Berg (left at 5:55), Dave Olsen, James Otterstein, and Rebecca DeMarb (arrived at 5:35).  Absent: Matthias James.  Also present: Mayor Sandy Decker and City Administrator Dan Wietecha.  
II. Approve Agenda.  Bass made a motion, seconded by Culbertson, to approve the agenda.  Motion approved unanimously.
III. Minutes of July 8, 2009.  Culbertson made a motion, seconded by Bass, to waive the reading of and to approve the minutes as presented.  Motion approved unanimously.
IV. Welcome Signs.  Bass indicated that lights still need to be installed; grass will be seeded when complete.  There have been many complements about the new signs.
V. 2010 Budget.  The Committee discussed continuing ongoing expenses and agreed to request $3000 in the city budget.  This was calculated based on $600 flowers, $700 water for flowers, $225 advertise for 14 South Art Tour, $400 advertise in Rock County Guide, and $1000 Chamber of Commerce Business Directory.
VI. Council of Evansville Economic Development.  Wyse reported that the “Alliance” had selected the name Council of Evansville Economic Development (CEED).  It will have three representatives from the City’s Economic Development Committee, three from the Chamber of Commerce, two from Evansville Community Partnership, and one from the School Board.  CEED is working on guidelines for a concierge service to meet with prospective businesses and facilitate their needs.
VII. Discover Wisconsin.  Decker said that the advisory group is mostly done with its work now.  Greg Smith from Discover Mediaworks will give a presentation to local businesses on September 12.  There are a number of ways businesses can tap into the Discover Wisconsin package for additional advertising and marketing.
VIII. Business Tours.  The Committee appreciated the tour of Larson Acres and would like to visit more businesses.
IX. Adjournment.  Culbertson made a motion, seconded by Bass, to adjourn the meeting.  Motion approved unanimously at 6:35.
