MINUTES

I. Roll Call.  Present: Tony Wyse, Todd Culbertson, Matthias James, Gene Bass, and Roger Berg (arrived late).  Absent: Tom Moon and Rebecca DeMarb.  Also present: Mayor Sandy Decker, City Administrator Dan Wietecha, and Chamber of Commerce Directors John Morning and Lori Allen.  
II. Council of Evansville Economic Development.  Wyse said that the Chamber had completed the “playbook” to a usable fashion; it is available as a resource for CEED.  They are next planning an 18-month calendar.  

III. Discover Wisconsin.  Culbertson said he and several others had a preview of the film during its editing; it is nearly complete and looks very good.  Planning and promotion for the Summer Kickoff Party and Discover Wisconsin Premier are in order.  The School will be coordinating a downtown cleanup in late May.  In setting its budget, the Committee planned for $600 to purchase downtown flowers and $700 for watering; Evansville Community Partnership will be contacted about flowers.  The Public Works Department will do limited mowing of the terrace outside city limits on Highway 14. 
IV. Chamber of Commerce.  Morning reported their business directory is out and being distributed, a restaurant brochure is near finished, spring newsletter will be out next week, they will be have a new co-op student starting in the summer, ATV raffle is underway, and they are planning for the August sidewalk sales to be a big event.
Morning and Allen discussed the draft proposal they had distributed to the Committee.  The Chamber would like to partner with the City under a contract arrangement.  Under the proposal, the City would pay the Chamber $20,000 to coordinate economic development and tourism efforts.  They are bringing this proposal now so it could be considered as part of the budget process.  The Committee requested a copy of the Chamber’s budget and asked that they return to the June 15 meeting.
V. Adjournment.  Culbertson made a motion, seconded by James, to adjourn the meeting.  Motion approved unanimously at 7:35.
