MINUTES

I. Roll Call.  The meeting was called to order at 5:30 pm.  Present: Tony Wyse, Todd Culbertson, Roger Berg, and Gene Bass.  Absent: Rebecca DeMarb, Tom Moon, and Matthias James.  Also present: Mayor Sandy Decker, City Administrator Dan Wietecha, and Chamber of Commerce representatives John Morning and Lori Allen.  
II. Agenda.  Agenda was accepted as presented.
III. Minutes.  Minutes of October 19, 2010 meeting were accepted as presented.
IV. 2010 Budget.  Wyse noted that the 2010 budget included $1000 toward the Chamber of Commerce’s business directory.  Morning said that the Chamber still intends to proceed with the directory but would prefer to have the funds allocated to the Chamber’s efforts for Business Park Identification.  

He presented an outline of 29 hours incurred to date by Chamber representatives including: Morning’s meeting with the owners of the D&D property and business park contacts, Bridgit Larsen’s meeting with WPPI, information from city staff, contractor cost estimates, contact with state and county leaders, and investigating railroad options.

Wyse made a motion, seconded by Berg, to pay $1000 to the Chamber of Commerce for Business Park Identification.  This includes the 29 hours to date at $20 per hour.  The Chamber will provide progress updates at the Committee’s monthly meetings.  Motion approved 4-0.
V. Piggly Wiggly Tour.  The formal meeting adjourned, to reconvene at the Piggly Wiggly for a business tour at 6:00 pm.  The Committee noted that it would like to schedule similar meetings with other businesses in the future.
