MINUTES

I. Roll Call.  Chair Tony Wyse called the meeting to order at 5:30 pm.  Present: Tony Wyse, Todd Culbertson, Sue Berg, and Tom Moon.  Absent: Rebecca DeMarb, Gene Bass, and Matthias James.  Also present: Mayor Sandy Decker, City Administrator Dan Wietecha, Rock County representative James Otterstein, and Chamber of Commerce representatives John Morning and Bridgit Larsen.  
II. Agenda.  Culbertson made a motion, seconded by Berg, to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion approved unanimously.
III. Minutes.  Culbertson made a motion, seconded by Moon, to approve the minutes of December 21, 2010 meeting.  Motion approved unanimously.
IV. Chamber of Commerce.  Larsen reported that the Chamber has been active with new resident welcome bags, business reports in the Review, the Shark Book, golf tournament, business expo, and membership renewals.

V. Council for Evansville Economic Development.  Wyse said the next CEED meeting would be March 21.
VI. Commercial Property Database.  Larsen distributed sample information that had been gathered for three properties.  She said, after the format was set, these averaged about an hour each but time might go as high as four hours for other properties.  EDC discussed a simplified database of all commercial properties in the city with more in depth information on vacant and available properties; they liked the property photographs.  Otterstein said he would put vacant properties into the LOIS system if they fit.  Wyse made a motion, seconded by Culbertson, to have the Chamber proceed with getting all vacant properties into the database at an average of less than two hours per property.  Motion approved unanimously.  The Chamber will report back to EDC as it progresses with the database.
VII. Business Park Identification.  Morning said there has been no additional work no identifying a business park on the D&D Property since late December.  The entrance on County Road M has been identified and the property owners will be installing a sign.  They intend to work to identify the Highway 14 entrance in the future.
VIII. Economic Development Plan.  EDC noted that it needs to review the July 2008 plan in advance of the meeting rather than taking time to read it during a meeting.  They may break it into smaller sections to discuss over several future meetings.
IX. Adjournment.  Culbertson made a motion, seconded by Moon, to adjourn the meeting.  Motion approved unanimously at 6:55 pm.
