· Motion to waive the reading of the minutes from Dec. 1, 2014, and approve them as printed.  John Decker/Christina Slaback.  Approved.

· Marketing/promotional opportunities and updates
a. Discover Wisconsin 2015-2016.  Sue Berg reported that she will schedule a conference call Feb. 9 with Greg Smith of Discover Wisconsin.  Mayor Decker and Sue will participate in the call.    
· Old  Business 
a. Barn Quilt brochure update: Krista Korfmacher and Larry Dobbs are compiling and comparing updates for the next edition of the brochure.  They will schedule a time soon to take pictures of 20-some barn quilts added since the last brochure was published.  Sue Berg will edit the narrative to make room for the additional barn quilts.  The brochure will have a new cover image to distinguish this edition from the previous edition.
