MINUTES

I. Call to Order.  The meeting was called to order at 6:00 pm by Chair Tom Cothard.  

II. Roll Call.  Present: Chair Cothard and Alderpersons Mason Braunschweig and Diane Roberts.  Also present: Mayor Sandy Decker, Alderperson Barb Jacobson, Eric Jepperson, Dan Wietecha, and Dick Woulfe. 

III. Approve Agenda.  Braunschwieg moved, seconded by Roberts, to approve the agenda.  Motion passed unanimously.

IV. Minutes of May 7, 2007 Meeting.  Braunschweig moved, seconded by Roberts, to defer approval of the minutes to the next regular meeting.  Motion approved unanimously.

VI. Discussion on Reorganization of City Offices.  Wietecha noted that the Common Council had the concept of reorganizing the city offices to align all the financial functions under a single department head.
