MINUTES

I. Call to Order.  The meeting was called to order at 5:30 pm by Council President Mason Braunschweig.  

II. Roll Call.  Present: Alderpersons Mason Braunschweig and Diane Roberts.  Absent: Alderperson Tom Cothard.  Also present: Mayor Sandy Decker, Finance Director Lisa Novinska, and Administrator Dan Wietecha.
III. Approve Agenda.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Roberts, to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion approved unanimously.

IV. Minutes of June 5, 2008, Meeting.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Roberts, to waive the reading of and to approve the minutes as presented.  Motion approved unanimously.

V. Citizen Appearances.  None.

VI. Water and Light Bills.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Roberts, to approve the Water and Light bills in the amount of $535,324.00 and authorize their payment.  Motion approved unanimously on a roll call vote.

VII. City Bills.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Roberts, to approve the City bills in the amount of $672,538.68 and authorize their payment.  Motion approved unanimously on a roll call vote.

VIII. Unfinished Business.  None.

IX. New Business:
a. 2008 Mid-Year Budget Amendments.  The Committee reviewed the listing of requested budget amendments; most amendments were due to contractual obligations or unanticipated expenses.  The Committee made several revisions to the list: 1) police department computer replacement should be financed with excess Tri-Vin license plate moneys rather than general fund balance, 2) police department squad video camera should not be funded through a budget amendment, 3) corrected the account number for an adjustment to the EMS Township Service Agreement, 4) suggested library insurance expenses be covered by the library fund balance, 5) determined the amount to allocate for Allen Creek wall repair to be $50,000, and 6) added an increase for the Madison Street project to reflect the WisDOT contract.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Roberts, to draft the revised list as Resolution 2008-14, Approving Mid-Year Amendments to the 2008 Budget, and to recommend Common Council approval of same.  Motion approved unanimously on a roll call vote.
b. 2009 Budget Calendar.  The Committee discussed holding a Committee of the Whole meeting in early August to consider capital planning.  The matter will be included on next week’s Common Council agenda.

X. Adjournment.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Roberts, to adjourn.  Motion approved unanimously at 6:10.
