MINUTES

I. Call to Order.  The meeting was called to order at 5:30 pm by Chair Tom Cothard.

II. Roll Call.  Present: Alderpersons Tom Cothard, Mason Braunschweig and Diane Roberts.  Also present: Mayor Sandy Decker, Finance Director Lisa Novinska, Administrator Dan Wietecha, and Dick Woulfe.
III. Approve Agenda.  Cothard made a motion, seconded by Braunschweig, to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion approved unanimously.

IV. Minutes of August 7, 2008, Meeting.  Cothard made a motion, seconded by Roberts, to waive the reading of and to approve the minutes as presented.  Motion approved unanimously.

V. Citizen Appearances.  None.
VI. Water and Light Bills.  Cothard made a motion, seconded by Roberts, to approve the Water and Light bills in the amount of $616,206.47 and authorize their payment.  Motion approved unanimously on a roll call vote.

VII. City Bills.  Cothard made a motion, seconded by Roberts, to approve the City bills in the amount of $273,442.12 and authorize their payment.  Motion approved unanimously on a roll call vote.

VIII. Unfinished Business.  None.

IX. New Business:
a. 2009-2014 Capital Budget.  Novinska walked the committee through the capital budget requests with her written memo.  Revisions by the committee included: rolling the lower diamond fence into the unallocated park projects, reducing the amount for Lake Leota to $2 million to match the cost estimate, delaying the roundabout/bypass lane to 2010, delaying the EMS garage until at least 2011, including the plow truck payments on the schedule, requiring the cemetery to delay one of its equipment purchases, listing the library expansion as 2013 to closer match the terms of the post office lease, deleting the fire hall from the capital budget, and keeping the three-phase power line in 2009.  The committee noted that before it would make a final recommendation for the capital budget it would need additional information about several items that had been requested. 
b. 2009 Operating Budget.  A memo providing an overview of the operating budget requests will be distributed prior to the September 24 budget presentations meeting.
c. Lineman Job Description.  Wietecha said the proposed revision is to clarify the city’s ability to determine appropriate educational qualifications and staffing levels for the Water & Light linemen.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Roberts, to approve the revised Lineman position description.  Motion approved unanimously.
d. Sale of Police Department Building.  The police department will likely be able to move into the current fire hall by early spring, leaving the current police building vacant.  Wietecha noted that the building was appraised for $178,000 in January 2007.  Parties that have indicated an interest in the building will be contacted about potential sale of the building.
e. Teamsters Local Union No. 579 Agreement.  Wietecha indicated he had received a phone call that the union had voted in favor of the proposed revisions to the Lineman and Line Foreman wage scales.  Cothard made a motion, seconded by Roberts, to recommend to Common Council revision to agreement with Teamsters Local Union No. 579.  Motion approved unanimously.
f. City Planner RFP.  Wietecha indicated the request for proposals (RFP) would be posted late next week.
g. Landmark Services Cooperative Agreement.  Wietecha reviewed his memo and recommendations for terms to allow Landmark Services Cooperative to assume the financial obligations from the biodiesel project.  He noted that Landmark has yet to respond to the proposal.  Cothard made a motion, seconded by Roberts, to recommend to Common Council terms for Landmark Services Cooperative to assume obligations of North Prairie Productions.  Motion approved unanimously on a roll call vote.
h. Contract Professional Staff.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Roberts, to meet in closed session per Wisconsin Statutes 19.85(1)(c) to evaluate performance of contract professional staff and to not reconvene in open session.  Motion approved unanimously at 6:35 pm.

X. Adjournment.  Cothard made a motion, seconded by Braunschweig, to adjourn.  Motion approved unanimously at 6:50 pm.
