MINUTES

I. Call to Order.  The meeting was called to order at 5:30 pm by Chair Tom Cothard.  Present: Alderpersons Tom Cothard, Diane Roberts and Mason Braunschweig.  Also present: Mayor Sandy Decker, Finance Director Lisa Novinska and City Administrator Dan Wietecha.
II. Approve Agenda.  Cothard made a motion, seconded by Roberts, to approve the agenda.  Motion approved unanimously.
III. Minutes of September 3, 2009, Meeting.  Cothard made a motion, seconded by Roberts, to waive the reading of and to approve the minutes as presented.  Motion approved unanimously.
IV. Citizen Appearances.  None.
V. Water & Light Bills.  Cothard made a motion, seconded by Braunschweig, to approve the Water & Light bills in the amount of $1,119,278.48 and to authorize their payment.  Motion approved unanimously on a roll call vote.
VI. City Bills.  Cothard made a motion, seconded by Roberts, to approve the City bills in the amount of $565,353.29 and to authorize their payment.  Motion approved unanimously on a roll call vote.
VII. Unfinished Business:
a. 2009 Budget.  Novinska noted that the third quarter financial statements would be distributed late next week.
b. 2010 Budget.  The Committee discussed the proposed budget and made adjustments to EMS wages, Library computer equipment, Police squad car, Police vehicle maintenance, Public Works equipment, Police part-time wages and City Hall tuckpointing.  Cothard made a motion, seconded by Roberts, to recommend to Common Council the first reading of Ordinance 2009-09, Adopting 2010 Operating and Capital Budgets and Setting Tax Levies.  Motion approved unanimously on a roll call vote.
VIII. New Business:

a. Assessor’s Agreement.  Wietecha noted that the new agreement was little different than the current agreement.  Cothard made a motion, seconded by Roberts, to recommend to Common Council approval of Agreement for Assessment Services with Associated Appraisal Consultants, Inc., for assessment years 2010 – 2012.  Motion approved unanimously on a roll call vote.
b. WWTF Interim Financing.  Wietecha explained that the Wisconsin Rural Water Program’s funding cycle will be coming up in November, causing the need to roll the interim financing forward into the new funding cycle.  Cothard made a motion, seconded by Roberts, to recommend to Common Council approval of Resolution 2009-26 regarding the roll over of Wisconsin Rural Water Construction Loan Program revenue bond anticipation notes.  Motion approved unanimously on a roll call vote.
IX. Adjournment.  Cothard made a motion, seconded by Braunschweig, to adjourn the meeting.  Motion approved unanimously at 6:12 pm.
