MINUTES

I. Call to Order.  The meeting was called to order at 5:30 pm by Chair Tom Cothard.  Present: Alderpersons Tom Cothard, Diane Roberts and Mason Braunschweig.  Also present: Finance Director Lisa Novinska and City Administrator Dan Wietecha.
II. Approve Agenda.  Cothard made a motion, seconded by Roberts, to approve the agenda.  Motion approved unanimously.
III. Minutes of November 5, 2009, Meeting.  Cothard made a motion, seconded by Braunschweig, to waive the reading of and to approve the minutes as presented.  Motion approved unanimously.
IV. Citizen Appearances.  None.
V. Water & Light Bills.  Cothard made a motion, seconded by Braunschweig, to accept the Water & Light bills in the amount of $426,238.39.  Motion approved unanimously on a roll call vote.
VI. City Bills.  Cothard made a motion, seconded by Roberts, to accept the City bills in the amount of $1,089,470.00.  Motion approved unanimously on a roll call vote.
VII. Unfinished Business:
a. 2009 Budget.  Wietecha said any year-end budget amendments would be proposed at the January meeting.
b. Purchasing Policy.  The Committee said that an “expenditures report” on each committee agenda would be one option for keeping the committees current on department operations and finances.

c. Police Department Construction.  Wietecha said the remodeling project is currently just within budget but a few outstanding items would result in it running over.  Changes approved throughout the project were reviewed to make sure they were appropriate.  The project will be included with the year-end budget amendments.

d. Eminent Domain Proceedings.  Wietecha said he had met with the owners of one of the properties; they proposed a counter offer of selling the entire parcel to the City.  The other property owner has indicated she would like to meet, but a meeting has not yet been scheduled.
VIII. New Business:

Youth Center Contract.  Cothard made a motion, seconded by Braunschweig, to recommend to Common Council approval of the agreement with YMCA of Northern Rock County for operation of a youth program.  Motion approved unanimously on a roll call vote.
2009 Audit.  Cothard made a motion, seconded by Roberts, to recommend to Common Council approval of the engagement of Johnson Block and Company, Inc., for the 2009 audit.  Motion approved unanimously on a roll call vote.
IX. Adjournment.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Roberts, to adjourn the meeting.  Motion approved unanimously at 5:50 pm.
