MINUTES

I. Call to Order.  The meeting was called to order at 5:00 pm by Chair Tom Cothard.  Present: Alderpersons Tom Cothard, Mason Braunschweig and Diane Roberts (arrived late).  Also present: Mayor Sandy Decker, Finance Director Lisa Novinska, City Administrator Dan Wietecha and EMS Coordinator Mary Beaver.
II. Approve Agenda.  Cothard made a motion, seconded by Braunschweig, to approve the agenda.  Motion approved 2-0.
III. Minutes of December 3, 2009, Meeting.  Cothard made a motion, seconded by Braunschweig, to waive the reading of and to approve the minutes as presented.  Motion approved 2-0.
IV. Citizen Appearances.  None.
V. Water & Light Bills.  Cothard made a motion, seconded by Braunschweig, to accept the Water & Light bills in the amount of $671,322.24.  Motion approved 2-0 on a roll call vote.
VI. City Bills.  Cothard made a motion, seconded by Braunschweig, to accept the City bills in the amount of $876,787.29.  Motion approved 2-0 on a roll call vote.
VII. Unfinished Business:
a. Purchasing Policy.  Wietecha said that, pending a written policy, several of the departments are now providing updates on notable purchases at their committee meetings.

b. Eminent Domain Proceedings.  Wietecha said he had met with the owners of second property.  This will be discussed further with the Common Council during closed session.
c. Youth Center Contract.  Wietecha said that the YMCA has proposed reducing youth program operations from fifteen to ten hours per week and to close the program over the summer months.  Cothard made a motion, seconded by Roberts, to recommend to Common Council approval of the revised agreement with YMCA of Northern Rock County for operation of a youth program.  Motion failed 1-2.
VIII. New Business:

a. Comp Time.  Wietecha said that several Water & Light employees had accrued significant overtime during the last week of the year due to icy weather.  Three of them have requested having their overtime converted to compensatory time to use during 2010; their business representative has agreed.  Cothard made a motion, seconded by Braunschweig, to approve Randy Rasmussen, Mark Sendelbach and Todd Sperry carrying over 2009 compensatory time into 2010 as outlined in the memo.  Motion approved 3-0.
b. Budget Amendments.  The Committee said it was not comfortable recommending a budget amendment for the EMS garage doors based on an estimate; it wanted a firm number to consider.  They also noted that since there may still be some minor items in the construction of the Police/EMS, a budget amendment should not be considered until after the project is complete.  Cothard made a motion, seconded by Roberts, to recommend to Common Council approval of Resolution 2010-01, Approving Year-End Amendments to the 2009 Budget and New-Year Amendments to the 2010 Budget.  Cothard made a motion, seconded by Braunschweig, to amend the motion by tabling consideration of the Police Building Improvements and of the EMS Garage Doors.  Amendment approved 3-0.  Motion, as amended, approved 3-0 on a roll call vote.
c. Lift Station #6 Assessment.  Wietecha noted that this resolution would be more complicated than anticipated and asked for additional time.  The Committee tabled Resolution 2010-02, Final Resolution Authorizing Public Improvement of Lift Station #6 and Levying Special Assessments against Benefitted Properties in Evansville, Wisconsin.
d. Westfield Meadows.  Wietecha said the amendment had been negotiated with the developer to fairly address the concerns of both the city and the developer during the depressed real estate market.  The amounts due to the city for the lift station and parkland fees would be spread across the remaining 16 improved lots and paid as they sell.  No future development would be permitted until all costs on the initial phase had been paid in full.  Cothard made a motion, seconded by Braunschweig, to recommend to Common Council approval of the Amendment to the Development Agreement for Westfield Meadows.  Motion approved 3-0.
IX. Adjournment.  Cothard made a motion, seconded by Braunschweig, to adjourn the meeting.  Motion approved 3-0 at 5:40 pm.
