MINUTES

I. Call to Order.  The meeting was called to order at 5:30 pm by Chair Mason Braunschweig.  Present: Alderpersons Mason Braunschweig, Diane Roberts and Jim Brooks.  Also present: Finance Director Lisa Novinska, City Administrator Dan Wietecha, and Sandy Franklin.
II. Approve Agenda.  Brooks made a motion, seconded by Roberts, to approve the agenda.  Motion approved unanimously.
III. Minutes of March 3, 2011.  Roberts made a motion, seconded by Brooks, to waive the reading of and to approve the minutes as presented.  Motion approved unanimously.
IV. Citizen Appearances.  None. 
V. Water & Light Bills.  Roberts made a motion, seconded by Brooks, to accept the Water & Light bills in the amount of $894,814.28.  Motion approved unanimously on a roll call vote.
VI. City Bills.  Roberts made a motion, seconded by Brooks, to accept the City bills in the amount of $1,308,391.01.  FLR asked questions about police hiring expenses, engineering on the Southgate pond, status of the wastewater treatment facility, and municipal court prepaid expenses.  Motion approved unanimously on a roll call vote.
VII. Unfinished Business:

a. 535 East Main Street (former police station).  Sandy Franklin said she was interested in purchasing the building and adding an addition.  She had an appraisal done on the building for much less than the city’s asking price.  She said a bank loan would be limited by the appraisal and asked about the city’s willingness to lower its price.  FLR said that property negotiations such as this are better handled by the full Common Council meeting in closed session; it will be on the April 12 Common Council agenda.
b. Police Station and Police/EMS Garage.  Wietecha noted Mary Beaver was still obtaining estimates from contractors.
c. Donations and Fundraising Policy.  Wietecha said he had given the draft policy to representatives of the Emergency Medical Service, Youth Center Board, and Park Board to make recommendations.
VIII. New Business:

a. City Planner.  Brooks made a motion, seconded by Roberts, to advertise a Request for Proposals for Planning Services.  Wietecha said individuals and firms would be solicited directly with the RFP.  Motion approved unanimously.
b. Rundle/Chilsen Property.  Wietecha explained that an agreement had been negotiated to deed the 2.9 acres back to Rundle and Chilsen in exchange for $10,000 and a permanent easement for stormwater.  A buried culvert and shallow swale would be constructed within the easement.  He noted that Rundle and Chilsen’s attorney had not yet reviewed the proposed agreement.  Roberts made a motion, seconded by Brooks, to recommend to Common Council approval of Agreement with William Rundle and Kristine Chilsen contingent upon their attorney’s review.  Motion approved unanimously on a roll call vote.
IX. Adjournment.  Brooks made a motion, seconded by Roberts, to adjourn the meeting.  Motion approved unanimously at 6:00 pm.
