MINUTES

I. Call to Order.  The meeting was called to order at 5:30 pm by Chair Mason Braunschweig.  Present: Alderpersons Mason Braunschweig and Jim Brooks.  Absent: Alderperson Josh Manring.  Also present: City Administrator Dan Wietecha and Emergency Medical Technician Zach Beaver.
II. Approve Agenda.  Brooks made a motion, seconded by Braunschweig, to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion approved unanimously.
III. Minutes of February 7, 2013.  Brooks made a motion, seconded by Braunschweig, to waive the reading of and to approve the minutes as presented.  Motion approved unanimously.
IV. Citizen Appearances.  None.
V. Bills.  Brooks made a motion, seconded by Braunschweig, to accept the City and Water & Light bills in the amount of $3,133,285.35.  FLR had questions about expenses for Municipal Court, labor attorney, ballfield lighting, and Youth Center.  Motion approved unanimously on a roll call vote.
VI. Unfinished Business.  
a. Dental Insurance.  Brooks made a motion, seconded by Braunschweig, to remove the motion from the table.  Motion to remove from the table approved unanimously.  Wietecha explained the Delta Dental endorsement would require three criteria to verify domestic partnership; it would not use the state Employee Trust Fund’s affidavit of domestic partnership.  FLR noted its strong preference to use the ETF affidavit.  Motion to recommend to Common Council approval of Delta Dental Policy Endorsement regarding domestic partners approved unanimously on a roll call vote.
VII. New Business: 
a. Budgets Amendments.  Brooks made a motion, seconded by Braunschweig to recommend to Common Council approval of Resolution 2013-03, Approving Year-End Amendments to 2012 Budget and New-Year Amendments to 2013 Budget.  Motion approved unanimously on a roll call vote.
b. Centrex Agreement.  Brooks made a motion, seconded by Braunschweig, to recommend to Common Council approval of Integration Information Network (Centrex) Authorized User Agreement and Business Block of Time Service Agreement.  With the city’s current Centrex agreement expiring, Wietecha explained these would put the city on the state contract at a savings around $1,000 per month.  Motion approved unanimously on a roll call vote.
c. Phone Equipment Maintenance.  Wietecha advised waiting until a future meeting to discuss options for a maintenance agreement on the city’s phone equipment.

d. Community Development Block Grant.  Brooks made a motion, seconded by Braunschweig, to recommend to Common Council approval of Amendment #1 to Contract PF FY 10-20299.  Wietecha explained this was an amendment to the city’s contract with the state for the Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) used to assist the construction of Creekside Place Senior/Community Center.  The grant contract will be closed out by the end of the month.  Motion approved unanimously on a roll call vote.
e. Hotel Agreement.  Brooks made a motion, seconded by Braunschweig, to recommend to Common Council approval of Amendment to Development Agreement for Development of 31-Room Hotel.  Wietecha explained that due to low occupancy rates, Boarders Inn & Suites had requested restructuring their agreement.  The proposed amendment would 1) extend the tax increment repayment period allowing for lower annual amounts, 2) allow a temporary credit to further reduce the amount of the tax increment repayment (the credit would be based on a portion of the room tax), and 3) would strengthen the city’s security in the agreement by identifying the grant as a service which may be levied as a special charge against the property.  Motion approved unanimously on a roll call vote.
f. Photocopiers.  Wietecha noted that the leases on the City Hall and Police Station photocopiers would be ending in April, the machines would be purchased outright (within the approved budget), and options for maintenance agreements would be investigated.  FLR agreed the expenses incurred in these leases should reinforce the importance of looking at interest rates, monthly payments, total cost, and ancillary expenses when making multi-year purchases.

g. Elevator Inspection Service.  Wietecha advised waiting until a future meeting to discuss options for an elevator inspection agreement.
h. Position Description: Customer Service Specialist.  Brooks made a motion, seconded by Braunschweig, to approve the updated position description for Customer Service Specialist.  Motion approved unanimously.

i. Hiring Customer Service Specialist.  Brooks made a motion, seconded by Braunschweig, to approve hiring a Customer Service Specialist after March 16.  Wietecha explained the position would be posted for three days for members of the bargaining unit.  If no qualified, internal candidates applied for the position, it would then be advertised to the public.  Motion approved unanimously.

j. Position Description: Executive Assistant.  Brooks made a motion, seconded by Braunschweig, to approve the updated position description for Executive Assistant.  Motion approved unanimously.

k. Hiring Executive Assistant.  Brooks made a motion, seconded by Braunschweig, to approve hiring an Executive Assistant.  Wietecha noted this position was not represented by a union so would be advertised to the public immediately.  Motion approved unanimously.
l. Non-Represented Employee Contracts.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Brooks, to meet in closed session pursuant to Wisconsin Statutes 19.85(1)(c) to discuss employee performance evaluations, contracts and wages.  Motion approved unanimously, and FLR went into closed session at 6:00 pm.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Brooks, to return to open session.  Motion approved unanimously, and FLR returned to open session at 6:05 pm.  Brooks made a motion, seconded by Braunschweig, to recommend to Common Council approval of contract extensions through December 31, 2015, for non-represented employees.  Motion approved unanimously on a roll call vote.
VIII. Adjournment.  Braunschweig made a motion, seconded by Brooks, to adjourn the meeting.  Motion approved unanimously at 6:05 pm.
