MINUTES
1. Call to order and roll call.  The meeting was called to order by Chair Jim Brooks at 6:07 p.m.  Members present:  Alderpersons Jim Brooks, Rick Cole, and Josh Manring.  Others present:  Mayor Sandy Decker, City Administrator/ Finance Director Ian Rigg, and City Clerk/Treasurer Judy Walton.
2. Approval of Agenda.  Manring made a motion, seconded by Cole to approve the agenda.  Motion approved 3-0.
3. Approval of Minutes.  Manring made a motion, seconded by Cole to waive the reading of the minutes of the January 8, 2015, regular meeting and to approve them as printed.  Motion approved 3-0.
4. Citizen appearances other than agenda items listed.  None.
5. Bills.  Cole made a motion, seconded by Manring to accept the City and Water & Light bills as presented in the amount of $3,955,633.64.  Motion approved 3-0 on a roll call vote.
6. Unfinished Business.  None.
7. New Business.
A. Manring made a motion, seconded by Cole to recommend to Common Council approval of Resolution 2015-03, Approving Year-End Amendments to the 2014 Budget and New-Year Amendments to the 2015 Budget.
FLR commented that the format was quite different from what they were used to and requested clarification.  Rigg worked through the proposed amendments.

Motion approved 3-0.
B. Manring made a motion, seconded by Cole to recommend to Common Council approval of a 36 month installment agreement with Miller-Bradford & Risberg, Inc. for the budgeted Case 521F Wheel loader.  Motion approved 3-0.

C. Manring made a motion, seconded by Cole to recommend to Common Council extending employee contracts one year through December 31, 2017 for Mary Beaver, Samantha Jozefowicz, Scott McElroy, Patrick Rigg, Mark Sendelbach, Jason Sergeant, and Judy Walton.
Manring made a motion, seconded by Brooks to table this item until the next regular meeting.  Motion to table approved 3-0.

D. Rigg presented information on the final IT purchases for the server and network hardware, installation of new sever and network, and purchase of new PC/Laptops.
E. Discussion on changes in internet service.  Due to agreements not being complete, there was no action on this item.  
F. Manring made a motion, seconded by Cole to recommend to the Common Council approval of new copier purchase and maintenance agreement with Wisconsin Copy Equipment.  Motion approved 3-0.
G. Cole made a motion, seconded by Manring to approve additional hours for Brad Sippel from 10 hours a week to 13 hours a week.  Motion approved 3-0.
H. Manring made a motion, seconded by Cole to recommend to Common Council travel, hotel and educational expenses for Jason Sergeant to attend the American Planning Association Conference in Seattle, WA in the approximate amount of $1,910 not including cost of meals.
Decker stated this received a positive recommendation from the Plan Commission.  The sessions would be helpful for the overhaul of the zoning ordinance.

Manring made a motion, seconded by Brooks to amend the motion increasing the approximate amount to $2,500 to allow for Sergeant to stay at a hotel that was closer to the conference or at the conference hotel.  Motion approved 3-0.

I. Brooks made a motion, seconded by Cole to approve job descriptions per 2-10 of the Evansville Personnel Policies and Employee Handbook for: The Chief of Police, Police Lieutenant, Police Sergeant, Uniformed Investigator, Patrol Officer, Police Secretary, Police COOP Student, EMS Chief, Municipal Services Superintendent, Public Works Foreperson, Water and Light Foreperson, Water Plant Operator in Charge, Water Plant Operator, Public Works Mechanic, Public Works General Laborer, Cemetery Sexton, Lineman, and Building Inspector.   Motion approved 3-0.

Cole made a motion, seconded by Manring to convene in closed session pursuant to Sec. 19.85 (1) (e), deliberating or negotiating the purchasing of public properties, the investing of public funds, or conducting other specified public business, whenever competitive or bargaining reasons require a closed session.  Motion approved 3-0 on a roll call vote at 7:51 p.m.
L. Cole made a motion, seconded by Manring to reconvene into open session.  Motion approved 3-0 on a roll call vote at 8:07 p.m.
M. Manring made a motion, seconded by Cole to authorize City Administrator to conduct negotiations as discussed in closed session.  Motion approved 3-0.
