MINUTES

Chairperson Aikman called the meeting to order at 5:33 PM.  Present were Chairperson Aikman, Ald. Cothard, and Ald. Roberts.  Staff present: Bill Connors, City Administrator, and Jim Beilke, Clerk/Treasurer.  

Approval of Agenda. The Agenda was approved as presented, except that item 9(h) was moved to be immediately after citizen appearances.

Approval of Minutes. 

Motion by Aikman, seconded by Cothard, to waive the reading and approve the minutes, as amended, of the August 8, 2005, meeting as presented.  Motion passed.

Citizen appearances other than agenda items listed. 

There were no citizen appearances.

Budget Amendment Resolution for Park Maintenance Expenses.
Motion by Aikman, seconded by Roberts, to recommend to Council to adopt Resolution #2005-48, amending the adopted 2005 city budget to increase the appropriation for park maintenance expenses.  

Sandy Decker, Chairperson of the Historic Preservation Commission, asked if contractor could receive money up-front for materials for the “nearby fire pit.”  The Committee asked staff to refer this question to the City Attorney.

Motion carried.
Water & Light Department Bills. 
Motion by Aikman, seconded by Roberts, to approve the Water & Light bills in the amount of $586,409.91 and authorize their payment. 

Ald. Aikman questioned why Mr. Connors wages was taken out with negative numbers on page 3 and charged with positive numbers on page 9.  Committee asked staff to report back after they researched issue.  Additionally, Ald. Aikman asked staff to add up the individual invoices to see if the total matches computer summary report.

Motion passed.

City Bills.
Motion by Aikman, seconded by Roberts, to approve the City bills in the amount of $394,099.33 and authorize their payment.  Motion passed.

Unfinished Business. None
New Business.

Motion by Aikman, seconded by Cothard, to recommend to Council to adopt the Five-year Capital Budget Plan.  Motion carried.

Motion by Aikman, seconded by Roberts, to recommend to Council to adopt Resolution #2005-41, amending the Adopted 2005 City Budget to Increase the Operating Appropriation for the Emergency Medical Services Act 102 Expense.

Mr. Connors explained that Act 102 is money from the State to add-on or enhance the EMS services by buying equipment that is not in the EMS normal budget.

Motion carried.

Motion by Aikman, seconded by Cothard, to recommend to Council to adopt Resolution 2005-42, amending the Adopted 2005 City Budget to Increase the Capital Appropriation for the Emergency Medical Services Defibrillator and Increase the Operating Appropriation for EMS Transfers Out.

Ald. Aikman questioned the dollar figures in the motion.  Through discussion, it was discovered that line 1 and 2, amending the budget by $10,032 in both lines, should be amending the budget by $1,032.  

Motion by Aikman, seconded by Roberts, to change the $10,032 in lines 1 and 2 to $1,032.  Motion carried.

The original motion, as amended, carried.

Motion by Aikman, seconded by Roberts, to recommend to Council to adopt Resolution #2005-43, amending the Adopted 2005 City Budget to increase the Capital Project appropriation for the City Hall- roof replacement and main floor support.  Motion carried.

Motion by Aikman, seconded by Roberts, to recommend to Council to adopt Resolution #2005-44, amending the Adopted 2005 City Budget to increase the appropriation for the Baseball Program.  Motion carried.

Motion by Aikman, seconded by Cothard, to recommend to Council to adopt Resolution #2005-45, amending the Adopted 2005 City Budget to increase the appropriation for the Solar Paneling at the Pool Project in the Capital Projects Fund.  Motion carried.

Motion by Aikman, seconded by Cothard, to recommend to Council to adopt Resolution #2005-47, making a Preliminary Declaration of the Common Council’s Intent to Levy Special Assessments under Municipal Police Power under § 66.0703, Wis. Stats.

Motion by Aikman, seconded by Roberts, to change the year from 2005 to 2006 and read as, “interest beginning January 1, 2006,” in item 9 on second to last line.  Motion carried.

The original motion, as amended, carried.

Mr. Beilke explained that staff contacted the Evansville School District asking them to issue work permits.  Staff envisioned that both the City and school district would issue work permits, noting that the school would be issuing most of the permits because of the convenience for the students.  The school district is receptive to the idea of issuing permits and started a dialogue, through e-mail, with city to educate themselves on what is required to issue permits.  From a financial point-of-view, the school issuing work permits would have an insignificant financial impact on the city’s budget.  The city issues about 115 permits a year and splits the $5 fee with the State for revenues of less than $300 per year.  The Finance and Labor Relations Committee was in favor of having the school district issuing all work permits for the school district students.

The City of Evansville’s 2004 Financial Statements and Audit Review would be distributed at the Common Council meeting on Tuesday, September 13, 2005.

Motion by Cothard, seconded by Roberts, to adjourned at 7:06 PM.  Motion passed.
