MINUTES

Chairperson Aikman called the meeting to order at 6:00 PM.  Present were Chairperson Aikman, Ald. Cothard, and Ald. Roberts.  Staff present: Bill Connors, City Administrator, and Jim Beilke, Clerk/Treasurer.  Mayor Ringhand, Ald. Sornson, and Ald. Wessels were present in the audience.

Approval of Agenda.   The agenda was approved as presented.

Approval of Minutes. 

Motion by Cothard, seconded by Aikman, to defer approval of the minutes for the regular meeting on November 7, 2005, to the next regular meeting on December 12, 2005.  Motion passed.

Citizen appearances other than agenda items listed.   None

Water & Light Department Bills.
Motion by Aikman, seconded by Cothard, to approve the Water & Light bills in the amount of $768,305.59 and authorize their payment.  Motion passed.

City Bills.
Motion by Aikman, seconded by Cothard, to approve the City bills in the amount of $192,887.30 and authorize their payment.  Motion passed.
New Business.

Motion by Aikman, seconded by Cothard, to recommend to Council approval of a severance package for Deb Gilbert, former City Finance Director.  Motion carried.

Motion by Cothard, seconded by Roberts, to recommend to Council adoption of Resolution #2005-63, Designating Authorized Parties to Sign for Transactions Involving City Bank Accounts and Investments. 

The Committee wants all bank or investment transactions to be signed by two individuals and wants a pool of four individuals authorized to sign for transactions in case of vacancies and absences.  In the past, only three people were listed on the signatures cards of bank accounts.  When we have had vacancies and extended medical absences at the same time, we have needed to pass emergency resolutions authorizing additional signers.  The pool of four individuals would alleviate the need to pass such emergency resolutions.

Motion by Cothard, seconded by Roberts, to amend the resolution as follows: (1) to add the Clerk/Treasurer in paragraph marked two, and (2) to add the Finance Director in paragraph marked four.  Motion carried.

The original motion, as amended, carried.

After some discussion on the pre-tax flexible spending plan, the Committee instructed staff to change this item to a motion to approve and to place this item on the agenda for the next regular meeting.
