The meeting was called to order at 6:35 PM by Chair Richard Modaff.   It was noted that the meeting date on the agenda was incorrect.  It should have stated November 21. Motion by Ladick to waive the reading of the minutes of the October 17 meeting and approve them as read. Second by Decker. Motion carried.
Applications – Appearances

There were no applications to consider.
Old Business 
a. Revisions to HPC Ordinance – Decker reviewed proposed amendments that would allow the city council to designate by resolution any Evansville property or landmark that was on the Wisconsin or National Register of historic places as a local landmark.  The city council could also designate any property within the City of Evansville that was listed as a Wisconsin or National Historic 

District as a local historic district.  A second amendment would bring the timeline for the consideration of applications into line with the actual practice of the Commission.  Motion by Decker to recommend to the Evansville City Council adoption of amendments to Ch. 62 as written. Second by Culbertson. Motion carried.
b. Procedures for HPC – Decker reviewed Procedures for the Evansville Historic Preservation Commission in Consideration of Effects on Historic Properties Owned by the City of Evansville.  Motion by Ladick to approve the proposed procedures. Second by Decker. Motion carried. 
c. Clarifications on Payments – Motion by Ahner that a contribution of $250 be made to the History Hunters and a $325 contribution be made to the Evansville Grove Society for the Cannon Restoration Project. Second by Christianson.  Motion carried. 
Administrative – 

Decker noted that Baker Manufacturing is donating time and engineering worth $9,000 for the Cannon Restoration Project.  The Evansville Fund gave the Grove Society a grant of $1,500 for the project and over $2,000 in private contributions has been pledged including $500 by the Grove Society.  When restored, the cannon will be placed in front of City Hall where it originally resided.
