The meeting was called to order at 6:30 PM by Chair Richard Modaff.  

Minutes of the Commission’s April 16, 2014 meeting were not presented.
Applications
339 W. Liberty Street –  Motion by Decker to approve as submitted the application for construction of a deck on the rear of the house. Culbertson seconded. Motion carried.
112 W. Liberty Street –  Motion by Culbertson to approve as submitted the application for installation of a wrought iron railing at the front and side of the front porch of the house.  Lewis seconded.  Motion carried, with Decker abstaining.
109 S. Madison Street – Mr. Chris Cronin appeared on behalf of the applicant.  Following presentation by Cronin, Decker moved to table to permit consultation with the Zoning Administrator with respect to internal illumination of the proposed sign.  Culbertson seconded.  Motion carried.

121 Antes Drive – Decker moved to recommend to the Parks & Recreation Board and to the State Historic Preservation Officer the application for installation of solar light tubes on the Henneberry Shelter House.  Lewis seconded.  Motion carried.  In the opinion of the Commission, the proposed rehabilitation work will enhance the utility of the Henneberry Shelter House, will improve safety, will have lower life-cycle costs than installation of electric lighting, and will not have an adverse effect on the historical character of Leonard-Leota Park.
41 Antes Drive --  Mr. Mike Maves appeared on behalf of the applicant.  Following presentation by Maves, Lewis moved to recommend to the Parks & Recreation Board and to the State Historic Preservation Officer the proposal for improvements to the South Baseball Diamond at Leonard-Leota Park.  Culbertson seconded.  Motion carried.  In the opinion of the Commission, the proposed rehabilitation work will enhance the utility of the South Baseball Diamond, will improve safety, will help to perpetuate the use for which the improvement was initially made in 1925, and will not have an adverse effect upon the historical character of Leonard-Leota Park. The Commission further advises the Parks & Recreation Board that it has no objection to temporary installation of vinyl advertising signs on the outfield fences during the active softball league and Little League seasons, as the proposed practice is consistent with long-standing baseball tradition.
252 Leonard Park Drive – Decker presented photographs depicting the deterioration of the rustic masonry fireplace in Leonard Park.  Following presentation by Decker, Culbertson moved to recommend to the Parks & Recreation Board that proposals for restoration work be solicited as soon as is practicable.  Lewis seconded.  Motion carried.

106 N. Second Street – Ms. Aimee Stano appeared on behalf of the applicant.  Following presentation by Stano, Culbertson moved to approve as submitted the proposal for removal and replacement of the transite-type siding on a portion of the house. Decker seconded.  Motion carried.

103 S. Third Street – Modaff vacated the chair, which was then taken over by Decker. Motion by Culbertson to approve as submitted the application for replacement of deteriorated roofing materials. Lewis seconded.  Motion carried, with Modaff abstaining.  Whereupon, Modaff returned to the chair.
New Business
Discussion on Park advertising signs.  Addressed during presentation on South Baseball Diamond.
 Old Business
Concerns.  Decker presented photographs depicting the front façade and parapet wall of the former automobile showroom at 119 E. Main Street.  The coping is missing from most of the parapet, much of the mortar in the upper portions of the wall is missing, and there is risk of loose bricks falling on the sidewalk which is immediately adjacent to the front façade.  Motion by Decker to alert the Plan Commission to the dilapidated condition of the structure and to suggest initiation of enforcement proceedings.  Lewis seconded.  Motion carried.
