Grove Society.  Evansville Grove Society will be receiving the Reuben Gold Thwaites Trophy from Wisconsin Historical Society Director Ellsworth Brown on September 18, 2014. The trophy is the highest honor of the state society, and is awarded in recognition of outstanding achievement in the field of local history.  Restoration of the Ethel Gibbs 1939 Settlement Centennial Pageant theatrical backdrop is now under way.  Len Lessandro’s conservation and restoration work is funded entirely by the Blackhawk Chapter of Questers International.
Plaque Program Applications.  Jeff and Sue Farnsworth have expressed interest in legal protection of their ongoing restoration work at 137 W. Main Street (Historic Pullen House).  Decker will obtain the Wisconsin Historical Society’s new historic conservation easement form, and will suggest donation of an easement by the Farnsworths to the Commission.
