Duties:

1. Plans, organizes, and conducts youth baseball programs (T-Ball, Triple A, American, and National Leagues) for City of Evansville.

2. Organizes player registrations, team rosters, and game schedules.
3. Schedules and supervises support staff: umpires and pitching machine attendants.

4. Inspects equipment and repairs or purchases replacement equipment as needed.

5. Advises Park Board on program budget and registration fees.

6. Pre/post game fieldwork: dragging, striping, bases, pitching machines, etc.

7. Assists players, parents, and coaches as needed.

8. Marketing, promotions, and public relations of programs.

9. Exhibits cheerful and friendly attitude and show respect and concern for others.
10. Other similar duties as may be assigned consistent with the organization and operation of the youth baseball programs.

The position functions with a great deal of independence. As a result, strong organizational and problem solving skills, as well as the ability to demonstrate good judgment, are necessary.
