Call to Order.

2.
Approval of March Minutes.

D. Eager moved to approve the March 2007 minutes.  S. Kruser seconded.  All in favor, none opposed.  Motion carried.

3.
April Bills.

S. Kruser moved to approve the April bills are presented.  V. Lecy-Luebke seconded.  Roll call vote.  Aye:  W. Shannon, G. Clendenning, V. Lecy-Luebke, D. Eager, S. Kruser, K. Miller.  None opposed.  Motion carried.

Librarian’s report.

Decision needed regarding the flowerbed and the need to remove the brick.  May make sense to do that at the same time as a future library expansion project.  Also discussed cleaning the brick around the building.  Need a buffer between the flowerbeds and building.  Can use a fungicide, or mildewcide or dilute bleach and a garden sprayer and scrub brush to clean.  K. Kemp-Tejeda will test a small inconspicuous spot and report back.  Will also follow up with City Hall regarding Library project.

EFPL logo.  Initially tabled.  Reviewed and discussed designs.  V. Lecy-Luebke moved to accept the blue single window design for the logo.  W. Shannon seconded.  All in favor, none opposed.  Motion carried.

Person who met with the board a few months ago regarding archiving the newspaper now has a job elsewhere.  Will check into other archiving companies and check with State Historical Society.  K. Kemp-Tejeda prepared a grant for the Evansville Fund.  G. Clendenning relayed other possible funding sources.

D. Eager will check date of Almeron Eager’s birthday for possibly incorporating into library celebrations.

Effort made to inform patrons of cost of crossover borrowing by putting an ad in the school newsletter, an article in the Evansville, review, and placing signs around the library.

One book one-town book selected.  It is population 485;  Meeting your neighbors on siren at a time.  Friends of Eager Free purchased 20 copies to give away, also got 40-50 copies via interlibrary loan.  Decided to handout free copies first come, first serve.  Discussed possibility of additional books being available for sale around town.  Front page Review article announcing the book selection.  Will contact the author to see if available to attend a book discussion.

Upcoming programs.  During May, local artists will display work in the library with a tea reception on 8 May from 6-8pm.  July 20-21- Plans to sell the last Harry Potter book here (checked with Hedberg Library to make sure it was okay) with activities planned for midnight 20 July.
