MINUTES
1. Call to order. 7:02 pm

2. Roll Call.  Present were Chair Kooyman, Sue Meritt, Lauren Scott, Karla Sendelbach, Ray Anderson, Rick Hamacher, and absent were Jerry Krueger and Peter Wilke.  Also present was Bill Connors, City Administrator.
3. Motion to waive the reading of the June 21, 2004 Minutes and approve them with changes to who attended the meeting.  Jerry Krueger was not in attendance, and Ray Anderson, and Rick Hamacher were in attendance.

4. Citizen appearances other than agenda items listed: None.

5. Reports

a. Evansville Skate Club: Dustin Blotz, a sales representative for a company that manufactures skate park equipment, gave out a booklet on his company’s products.  We asked how they transported them?  He said that if it is only 1 or 2 pieces they come already assembled.  If it is many pieces they bring them in sections and can be put together on site.  They do not do the installation of the equipment for final installation.  He said that employees of the City usually do that.  We discussed that we could have City employees do it, or we would have a professional install the equipment.  We also discussed the liability issues and Alderperson Kooyman did comment that the City’s insurance would not increase with skate park equipment.  
b. Lake Leota Restoration Report: None

c. Improvements and Maintenance Report:  The walking bridge is coming along, and some of the broken stone structures have been removed.  We would like to talk with the Historic Preservation Committee about restoring some of the other worn and broken stone structures.  
d. Aquatic Report: Many of the Pool projects have been completed.  The boiler was replaced, and we are looking forward to the next phase of getting the zero depth modification completed.

6. New Business

a. Ordinance re: Reserving Park Facilities.  Alderperson Kooyman made a motion to recommend to Council adoption of ordinance #2004-15, Amending the municipal code relative to reserving park facilities. The 2nd came from Sue Merritt.  Bill Connors asked the board to adopt Amendment 1-1 to the ordinance, which he had described in a memorandum to the board.  The public hearing started at 7:29 pm.  Mike Nicholson of the Evansville Soccer Club asked if the City could come up with a clear system for Park Reservations.  Bill Connors explained how Amendment 1-1 to the ordinance would allow the soccer club to reserve the soccer fields in advance for their entire season, as long as they made the request in writing at least 30 days before the start of the season. The public hearing ended at 7:38 pm.  Kooyman moved to adopt Amendment 1-1, with the addition that a field reservation must be only for the hours needed on a certain date.  Karla Sendelbach made the 2nd, and the amendment, with this addition, was approved on a vote 4-0.  The main motion, as amended, was approved with a vote 4-0.  

b. Selecting park and pool capital projects to include in the five-year capital plan. We looked at the projects for the next 5 years and we would like the Pool upgrades as our 1st priority in 2005.  Our 2nd priority we would like the bathrooms added for the Oscar Dietz building or at least sewer and water in 2005.  The 3rd priority we would like bleachers for the lower diamond in 2005.  We discussed moving the purchase of a new mower moved from 2005 to 2006, depending on the progress of the West side Park.  

c. Motion to approve/not approve a request to refund a park shelter fee from a dissatisfied shelter renter and a discussion of whether to continue to rent park shelters on Saturday’s. The board discussed the complaint.  We were told that a renter said the tables were not clean.  We discussed when the City cleans the shelters, and takes out the garbage, every Thursday.  The board agreed that this is a public place, that the wind, rain, animals are out of our control for cleanliness.  The board did agree that a flyer or checklist should be put together to give the renter of the shelters more information.  Kooyman made a motion to not approve the refund.  Merritt made a 2nd and was approved with a vote of 4-0.  
d. Vendor permits for the music and art festival.  The board reviewed and approved permits from Dennis Wessels representing the Dog-Park; Gib Weidenhoeft, Harlin Miller and Kelly Gildner representing S.O.L.E.; Lynn Olsen representing PTO; and Cathy Rooney and Christina Hunt representing ECP.  

e. Approval that the Evansville Community Partnership will be operating from 6-11pm on Friday 8/6, 8am to 11pm on 8/7, and 8am-2pm on Sunday 8/8.  Karla Sendelbach made a motion for the hours of operation will be operating from 6-11pm on Friday 8/6, 8am to 11pm on 8/7, and 8am-2pm on Sunday 8/8.  Sue Merritt made the 2nd, and it was approved 4-0.  

f. Baggit.  Karla Sendelbach made a motion to purchase 2 BAGGIT biodegradable baggers for dogs in the park.   Kooyman made the 2nd, and it was approved with a vote of 4-0.
