Minutes
1. Call to order. 6:01pm

2. Roll Call. (Chair Kooyman,  Sue Merritt, Jerry Krueger, Karla Sendelbach, Ray Anderson, Rick Hamacher, Barb Jacobson).  Not present Ron Carlsen, Lauren Scott

3. Motion to approve June minutes was made by Jerry Krueger.  A 2nd was made by Karla Sendelbach.  Vote was all in favor.  

4. Citizen appearances other than agenda items listed.

Jolene Klitzman – brought a bid and asked if the lower diamond of Leota Park could have lights.  She would like to have a women’s softball league, and noticed that t-ball games play until it is dark outside.  All comments were favorable.  We asked to see some ideas to generate money to pay for the lights.

Cory from the Church of God came and asked if the Church could put up a tent 60X40 September 24th and 25th at Leota park by the 2nd street entrance.  Karla Sendelbach made a motion, to approve the use of the park for these days.  A 2nd was made by Sue Merritt.  The vote was all in favor.  The Church will need to reserve the pavilion for those days as well.

6. Reports:

a. Evansville Skate Club: None

b. Improvements and Maintenance Report:  

The teeter-totter was removed and a new swing set with 4 swings will soon be in place.  There will also be a new spring toy.  There was a bid to put a roof on the bathrooms at Leota Park.  Ray has seen a bid for $12,000.  The trees that were approved for Franklin Park will be planted after the road construction has been finished.  There are 2 new picnic tables at the Franklin Park now.  The bathrooms for the upper diamond will get started just after school starts.  The structure for the bathrooms will be built, but the toilets will not be hooked up until the spring.  There will also put sewer to the press box.  

Chad Probst has given an estimate to repair the stone tables and chairs, along with the fireplace.  He will complete this project this fall.  He will also look at the duck houses once the water has been drawn down from Lake Leota later this year.

c. Aquatic Report:

It has been a busy summer.  Phase 1 of the solar panels will start when the pool closes.  

Jerry Krueger made a motion to approve the Pool Budget for 2006.  A 2nd was made by Sue Merritt.  The motion passed 4 – 1.  There will be a need to hire a full time position for the summer to work in the park store.  We will advertise this in the paper sometime in February 2006.  There was discussion about how the park store could let organizations run the park store for fundraisers next summer.  

7. Old Business:

a. West side park layout.
There was discussion about the layout of the west side park.  The neighbors of 6th street on the west side had a block party and discussed what they would like to see in the park.  They would like to see a road constructed that would give access to the park from Porter road.  They would like the park shelter centralized, and have parking surrounding the shelter.  They do not want 2 soccer fields; they would like to have an area that can be flooded in the winter for skating, but no water feature like a fountain or wading pool for summer use.  They want a large playground and trails for walking, bike riding and benches to sit on.  

Andy Graham from the Evansville soccer club brought a scaled map with his idea of park usage.  It has 2 full size soccer fields, and a baseball diamond utilizing one of the soccer fields.  I has a bike trail around the park that everyone at the meeting really liked.  There were suggestions to make the playground larger, and to alter the parking.  It will also need a storage shed for the City.  There was also discussion of adding additional parking to the west of the park with access from Porter Road.  This would allow parking during soccer games on the west end nearer the soccer fields.  The park board will be making a final plan decision next Park Board meeting (September 19, 2005).
b. Selection of additional projects to use remaining $28,000 of funds allocated for park and pool capital projects during 2006.
David Kooyman made a motion to approve $15k for phase 2 of the solar panel pool project in 2006.  Sue Merritt made a 2nd and the vote was all in favor.

Jerry Krueger made a motion to use the remaining capital funds in Lake Leota Park.  Barb Jacobson made a 2nd and the vote was all in favor.  There are several ideas on how that can be spent.  It could be to pay for the roof on the bathrooms, or a kiosk for posting park activities, or a new lake Leota sign as the current one is in disarray.  It could be to purchase new trees so there can always be large trees in the park when the mature trees fall, or are cut down.  
8.  Karla Sendelbach made a motion to adjourn at 8:02pm.  A 2nd was made by Sue Merritt and the vote was all in favor.
