Parks and Recreation Board Meeting

Agenda

1. Call to order.

2. Roll Call. (Chair Kooyman, Sue Merritt, Jerry Krueger, Lauren Scott, Ray Anderson, Rick Hamacher, Barb Jacobsen). Not present were Ron Carlsen, Karla Sendelbach.

3. Lauren Scott made a motion to approve the May 16th minutes.  A 2nd was given by Barb Jacobsen.  Vote was all in favor.

4. Citizen appearances other than agenda items listed. 

Roger Berg discussed the E. Main street neighborhood park, and asked if we could consider planting 2 to 3 trees by the existing sidewalk.  There will be action taken in the July Park meeting on the trees and a new picnic table.

5. New Business:

a. A motion was made by Jerry Krueger to give Angela Hall permission to plant flowers at Wind Prairie Park.  A 2nd was made by Barb Jacobsen.  Vote was all in favor.

b. David Kooyman made a motion to approve a Request by Finance and Labor Relations Committee for a recommendation on whether the Common Council should approve modification of the Final Land Divider's Agreement with Saviour Development LLC for the Capstone Ridge Subdivision to permit the developer to pay the fee in lieu of parkland dedication in three installments at the start of each phase proportional to the number of lots in each phase rather than in one payment due immediately as provided in the agreement (Finance Committee requests a motion referring the matter back to them with Park Board's recommendation).  The monies from the first phase must be used towards Countryside Park.  A 2nd was made by Jerry Krueger.  Vote was all in favor.
c. David Kooyman made a motion to approve the proposal for 4th of July Layout as given by Tom Cally of the ECP.  This would include the use of the City’s Gator vehicle.  A 2nd was made by Sue Merritt.  Vote was all in favor.  
d. Franklyn Park – Windmill.  There was discussion about using Franklyn park to house a structure that would enclose an old windmill and other museum type items.  The structure could be built where the old Pizza Palace was located.  Committee members did not see any problems with continued planning and ideas for museum items and possible structure. 
6. Reports:

a. Evansville Skate Club - None

b. Improvements and Maintenance Report:  

Jerry Krueger made a motion to take out a teeter-totter in the upper park and replace it with a spring toy.  David Kooyman made the 2nd , and the vote was all in favor.  

There was discussion about filling in the duck ponds, and repairing the creek walls in Leota Park.  There is possible dangerous areas from water damage.  The Committee also discussed the Lake Leota sign on the dam that is in disrepair.  We thought about different kinds of new signs, and different types of donations that could make this a very nice sign for the park.  

There was discussion about Franklyn park and the playground equipment there.  The options are to buy new or repair what is currently there.  

There was discussion about the Baker Building just off Madison street, as nothing has been done on the building in some time.  It is now difficult to mow the weeds etc, and something needs to be done.

There was discussion about putting a new roof on the lower bathrooms, and we have a bid of $12,000.00 for a new sloped roof, as the current roof leaks with heavy rains.

c. Aquatic Report:

The pool should be filled on Saturday June 24, and could open on June 28th.  Everything would be ready for the 30th.

David Kooyman made a motion to change the family pass rate from $120 to $110 for the season due to the late opening.  Jerry Kreuger made a 2nd and the vote passed 3 to 2.  

7. Old Business:

a. Capital Projects 2005 – 2010
There was discussion about what items should be on the 5 year capital project list, we will discuss further next month.
b. Pool pricing – There was a motion made earlier in the evening.
c. Park Fee’s – There was discussion about current balances for park fees that can be used for projects in the city.  We will discuss this in the July Park meeting.
