Minutes

1. Call to Order at 6:00 pm.  Members Carlsen, Farnsworth,  Juergens, Krueger, Merritt, Modaff  and staff Hamacher and Wietecha present.  Staff Anderson excused due to a family emergency.

2. Motion to waive reading minutes of December 2007 PRB  meeting made by Modaff, seconded by Krueger.  Passed unanimously. 

3. Motion to approve agenda as published made by Modaff, seconded by Krueger.  Passed unanimously.

4. Citizen appearances other than agenda items.  None

5.  SOLE Report: Gib Wiedenhoeft.


a.  SOLE’s contribution of $3,000 to the Lake Leota Restoration fund has been deposited with the city.


b. SOLE would like a copy of the proposed restoration map to use at Earth Day activities.


c. Access for soil  boring equipment to Lake Leota has been granted by adjacent property owners.

6.  Little League and A League of Their Own;  Jenny Katzenmeyer


a.  LL requests that the  coed American League be restricted to 8 and 9-year olds, and that 10 – year olds be moved to the National League, formerly for only 11 and 12-year olds.  The NL needs more players to be viable.  The AL will still be co-ed, and NL will be boys only.


b.  Only 2 of the 14 girls in the AL last year were 10 years old.


c.  Farnsworth moved, Modaff seconded, to permanently change the age distribution of the American League to coed 8-9, and the National League to boys only 10-12.  Motion passed unanimously.


d.  Katzenmeyer reported that Hermanson and Weigel had resigned from heading A League of Their Own.  She introduced Shawn Greenleaf, currently girls’ softball coach at Evansville HS, to the Board.  Greenleaf is willing to take over as the manager of ALOTO with assistance from Helen Busse, not present.  Greenleaf presented some of his ideas for the future of ALOTO.  Juergens and Greenleaf agreed to meet soon to discuss a possible budget for ALOTO, for presentation at the March PRB meeting.

7. Chair’s report on actions of City Committees & Common Council on items of interest to PRB.


a. Juergens and Wietecha summarized the Engineer’s study on Lake Leota Restoration, as presented to Council last week.  At that time, Council directed Wietecha to contact property owners adjacent to the lake relative to disposal of dredged material on their land.  No substantive contacts have been made yet.  Discussion among board members followed, but no action was taken.

8.  Reports/Updates on pending park projects and maintenance: Anderson excused.  Juergens made some comments.

9.  Aquatic Report: Aquatic Director Rick Hamacher: 


a.  Hiring of staff for 2008 season is beginning.


b.  Any inspection of pool will have to wait until snow is gone.

10.  New Business: 


a.  City Engineer reports that since almost all of Leonard/Leota Park is in a flood plain, dredged soil from the lake cannot be used to create a sledding hill in the park.  Some discussion occurred of the possibility of creating a sledding hill elsewhere in the city, but no action was taken.


b. How to proceed with the creek-wall restoration was discussed.  The general consenus was that a local contractor should be sought to take on any future work, rather than hiring the Dry Stone Conservancy for another workshop or to complete the job.  Juergens said he would contact two of last fall’s workshop participants to assess their interest in taking on future work.

10.  Motion to Adjourn was made by Carlsen, seconded by Farnsworth at 7:02 pm.  Motion passed unanimously.
