Park and Recreation Board Regular Monthly Meeting 

Evansville City Hall Council Chambers

Monday, March 17, 2008 6:00 PM

Minutes

1. Call to Order at 6:00 pm.  Members Carlsen, Farnsworth,  Juergens, Krueger, Merritt, and staff Anderson present. Member Modaff and Staff Hamacher excused.  Also present: Tammy Pomplun, Janis Ringhand, Gib Wiedenhoeft

2. Motion to waive reading minutes of February 2008 PRB meeting and approve them as printed made by Farnsworth, seconded by Krueger.  Passed unanimously. 

3. Motion to approve agenda as published made by Farnsworth, seconded by Krueger.  Passed unanimously. 

4. Citizen appearances other than agenda items.  Tammy Pomplun presented a request to recognize the 50th year anniversary of the Veterans Memorial Pool with special activities around the 4th of July 2008.  She estimated cost of the activities to be around $400.  Farnsworth moved, Carlson seconded that Pomplun do some more exploration of some of the possibilities suggested and come to the April PRB meeting with some more detail.   Passed unanimously.

5.  SOLE Report: Gib Wiedenhoeft.


The group has formed an “up-stream” committee to work with land-owners on curtailing future erosion into Allen Creek.

6. A League of Their Own;  Sean Greenleaf.


Greenleaf could not attend, but had earlier in the day delivered a letter to Juergens, detailing likely revenue and expenses for 2008.  Juergens presented a summary of the letter and reported that after a conversation with City Administrator Wietecha, Greenleaf’s proposed budget would fall within the current 2008 city budget.  No city budget amendment will be necessary.  Farnsworth moved, Merritt seconded, to tell Greenleaf to go ahead with his current plans for both revenues and expenditures for 2008.

7. Chair’s report on actions of City Committees & Common Council on items of interest to PRB.

8.  Reports/Updates on pending park projects and maintenance: Ray Anderson

a.  Lake Leota Park; There are some concerns about soccer players damaging the fields, since aeration has just taken place.  A stone bubbler has been vandalized.  Opening of bathrooms here and at Countryside will take place in late April.

b.  Franklin Park : none

c.  Countryside Park : none

d. West Side Park:  Playground equipment likely to be installed in mid-May.  Bid documents for paving won’t be ready from the City Engineer for a few weeks.

e.  Other projects, if any.  none

9.  Aquatic Report: Aquatic Director Rick Hamacher excused.: 


a. Hamacher sent no written report to the chair prior to the meeting.


b.Tammy Pomplun asked to speak about the Park Store.  She submitted a letter to the PRB concerning operation of the store.  PRB took it under advisement and will pass it along to Hamacher for his comments.  

10.  Old Business: West Side park paving covered above.

11. New Business: 


a.. Carlson reported on his contacts with School Administrator Heidi Carvin on the possibility of using dredged material from Lake Leota for a sledding hill on school land.  It appears that their preferred site is likely to be at 4th and Lincoln.  The board discussed this briefly, and decided that this may not be a good site from the city’s perspective.  The idea will be held in abeyance until negotiations with other possible disposal sites are further along.


b. Restoration of Allen Creek walls:  Juergens reported that Kendal Wethall is interested in taking on the project, possibly in late July – early August, but cannot make a firm commitment without knowing more about the city’s financial position for this project..  Anderson will contact Wethall to discuss logistics and contact Footville Quarry to discuss how to handle stone deliveries.  He will report back at the April PRB meeting.


c. The Board reviewed the relevant 2008 items of Evansville’s Smart Growth Plan.  It concluded that with one exception, PRB is in compliance with the plan.  The exception is that in 2007, PRB should have initiated study and writing of a wetland preservation ordinance for presentation to Council in 2008.  PRB hopes to have this done so that a presentation may yet be made this year.


d. The Board reviewed its own five-year plan, one year after it was accepted by City Council.  It recognized that in late 2007, changes to the 2008 priorities were made, postponing some expenditures so that money could be set aside to proceed with the recently-completed engineering study for dredging Lake Leota.

12.  Motion to Adjourn was made by Carlsen, seconded by Farnsworth at 7:36 pm.  Motion passed unanimously.
