1. Call to Order.  The meeting was called to order by Chairperson Fuchs at 6:02 p.m.

3. Approval of Agenda.  Courtier made a motion, seconded by Mani to approve the agenda as printed.  Motion approved 4-0.

4. Approval of Minutes.  Fuchs reported minutes from the July 09, 2013 meeting were not available for approval and would be presented at the September meeting for approval.

5. Citizens’ Appearances.  None

6. 2014 Budget Discussion.    Presented by Wietecha.  Introduced line item budget information for last year, this year, as well as projections for next year.  

7. Five-Year Park Plan Discussion.  Presented by Sidoff.  Reported on the survey of Parks Board members covering the citizen generated list of parks 5-year plan.  Reported that there was consistency among members.  The list will help her develop the next phase of the plan. 

8. Chair’s Report.

a. The Antes Fund was discussed. Funds are earmarked for new projects as opposed to maintenance.  Two ideas were discussed.  One is for funding the balance for the new disc golf course.  The other idea was funding a State Historical Marker for Leonard-Lake Leota Park.  Motion made by Withrow to approve the request to the Antes Fund for $3,480 to allow completion of the installation of the nine-hole disc golf course in Leonard-Lake Leota Park.  Seconded by Courtier.  Approved 5-0.

b. Discussion concerning the “7th Annual Bike the Barnes” event to be held on Saturday, September 15, 2013.  Ride is to have approximately 650 riders.  General logistics and requirements of Park Staff reviewed.

9. Pool Report.  Wietecha reported pool is running relatively smoothly since the resignation of the Aquatics Director thanks to the established staff.  The pool will stay open until the scheduled end-of-season date.  
10. Reports/Updates.  West Side Park bathrooms are completed.  Ribbon cutting ceremony had a good turnout.

11. Adjournment.  Courtier made a motion, seconded by Mani to adjourn the meeting at 7:08 p.m.  Motion passed 5-0.
