Parks Board Regular Monthly Meeting

Regular Meeting

1. Call to Order.  The meeting was called to order by Chairperson Fuchs at 6:03 p.m.
2. Roll Call.  Members present:   Anderson, Fuchs, Courtier, Fuson, Mani, Merritt (arrived at 6:03 p.m.), and Withrow.  Members absent: Laube.  Also present:  Mayor Sandy Decker, City Community Development Director Nicole Sidoff, Jon Frey.  
3. Approval of Agenda.  Courtier made a motion to approve the agenda, seconded by Fuson.  Motion approved 6-0.
4. Approval of Minutes.  Fuson moved to waive the reading of the minutes of the October 14, 2013 regular meeting and to approve as presented.  It was seconded by Courtier.  Motion approved 6-0.
5. Citizens’ Appearances.  None
6. Five-Year Park Plan Discussion.  Presented by Sidoff.  Reviewed final draft of Five-Year Park Plan.  She stated that the only significant changes she had made were in the Policies and Procedures section.  Mani made a motion to recommend the adoption of the City of Evansville Park and Outdoor Recreation Plan: 2013-2018.  It was seconded by Fuson.  Motion was approved 6-0.  It now is forwarded to the Plan Commission on December 2, 2013 for approval.
7. Chair’s Report.  None
8. Reports/Updates.  Anderson presented several issues:

a. The bathrooms have been closed for the winter in the parks.
b. Current section has been completed on the creek walls in Leonard/Lake Leota Park.
c. Disc golf is being used regularly.  First sanctioned tournament is scheduled for Sunday.

9. Old Business.  Discussion continued about closing lower park roads to vehicle traffic during winter months.  The road would continue to be plowed to benefit walkers in the park.  The closed roads would also potentially benefit cross-country skiing.  Withrow moved to close the roads in lower park from December 15th to March 31st.  It was seconded by Fuchs.  Motion passed 6-0.  It will now be forwarded to the Common Council for authorization of closing the identified streets.
10. Adjournment.  Courtier made a motion, seconded by Mani to adjourn the meeting at 6:21 p.m.  Motion passed 6-0.
