Parks Board Regular Monthly Meeting

Regular Meeting

Monday, December 09, 2013 at 6:00 p.m.

1. Call to Order.  The meeting was called to order by Chairperson Fuchs at 6:03 p.m.
2. Roll Call.  Members present:   Anderson, Fuchs, Courtier, Merritt, and Withrow.  Members absent: Fuson, Laube, and Mani.  Also present:  Mayor Sandy Decker, City Administrator Dan Wietecha, Ann Larson from Boy Scout Troop 514, Isaac Reynaldo from Boy Scout Troop 628, and Miriam Reynaldo.
3. Approval of Agenda.  Courtier made a motion to approve the agenda, seconded by Withrow.  Motion approved 4-0.

4. Approval of Minutes.  Withrow moved to waive the reading of the minutes of the November 11, 2013 regular meeting and to approve as presented.  It was seconded by Courtier.  Motion approved 4-0.
5. Citizens’ Appearances.  Ann Larson raised a concern about the closing of lower park road in Leonard/Lake Leota Park during the winter because Boy Scout Troop 514 meets in the park at the Scout Building.  She reported that an alternative location does not solve the issue because they would have to get their equipment to move to the alternate site.  Her concern was having 20-30 boys walk in the dark during the winter months for weekly meetings.  It was discussed there were concerns about others then accessing the park if the Scouts were granted access as well as other groups potentially wanting exceptions as well.
Withrow moved to the leaders of Boy Scout Troop 514 have a key to open the lower gate in Leonard/Lake Leota Park for their weekly meeting and access the Scout Building.  The park staff would then close it in the morning.  Seconded by Merritt.  Motion passed 4-0.
Wietecha shared that he is currently working on staff performance reviews and would appreciate any feedback.

6. Chair’s Report.  Fuchs reported that the Planning Commission passed the City of Evansville Park and Outdoor Recreation Plan: 2013-2018.  The only change was the soccer and tennis clubs wanted to be added to the Considered, but low priority for space in West Side Park.  
Wietecha added that there had been two inquiries about the Aquatics Director’s position to date.
7. Reports/Updates.  Anderson reported that the gates are up for Leonard/Lake Leota Park should the Common Council approve the closing of the road.  He also reported the disc golf is being used daily and identified it as a success.
8. Adjournment.  Courtier made a motion, seconded by Withrow to adjourn the meeting at 6:27 p.m.  Motion passed 4-0.
