1. Call to Order.  The meeting was called to order by Chairperson Fuchs at 6:03 p.m.
2. Roll Call.  Members present:   Anderson, Fuchs, Courtier, Fuson, Mani, Merritt (arrived 6:06), and Withrow.  Members absent: Laube.  Also present:  Mayor Sandy Decker, Ann Larson from Boy Scout Troop 514, Darrell Hamilton and Jenine Hamilton.
3. Approval of Agenda.  Courtier made a motion to approve the agenda, seconded by Fuson.  Motion approved 6-0.

4. Approval of Minutes.  Fuchs moved to waive the reading of the minutes of the December 09, 2013 regular meeting and to approve as presented.  It was seconded by Courtier.  Motion approved 6-0.
5. Citizens’ Appearances.  Ann Larson introduced a request that the Cub Scouts would like to campout in upper park on Saturday, May 31, 2014.  There would be approximately 50 people present with sufficient adult supervision.  They would use an elevated fire ring for their camp fire.
