Parks Board Regular Monthly Meeting

Regular Meeting

1. Call to Order.  The meeting was called to order by Chairperson Fuchs at 6:04 p.m.
2. Roll Call.  Members present:   Anderson, Fuchs, Fuson, Courtier, Merritt, and Withrow.  Members absent: Laube, and Mani.  Also present:  Darrell Hamilton 
3. Approval of Agenda.  Fuchs made a motion to approve the agenda, seconded by Fuson.  Motion approved 5-0.

4. Approval of Minutes.  Fuchs moved to waive the reading of the minutes of the January 13, 2014 regular meeting and to approve as presented.  It was seconded by Courtier.  Motion approved 5-0.
5. Citizens’ Appearances.  None.

6. Chair’s Report.  Fuchs reported that the Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources certified the City of Evansville Park and Outdoor Recreation Plan: 2013-2018.  This certification is valid through 12/31/18.  

7. Reports/Updates.  Anderson also presented some plan for the West Side Park shelter.  He discussed that any design implemented will include growth for the future and could easily accommodate a future concession stand if need be.  He added the Evansville Lions Club is very interested in assisting in the shelter, with possibly both financial and manpower assistance.  He also added that the Evansville School District is also willing to help with manpower through the high school Tech Classes.  Formalized planning will continue.
8. Old Business.  Anderson reported that the gates are up for Leonard/Lake Leota Park.  He believes that the gates are being effective.  He added that only small fish are being caught, which may indicate that there was overfishing last winter.
9. New Business.  There was discussion about spring plantings in the parks.  Board members would investigate possible donations and/or cost reductions in seeds, plants or bare root trees.  The Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources would also be contacted for possible assistance.
A discussion was also raised concerning possible fundraising for fisheries for next winter.
10. Adjournment.  Fuchs made a motion, seconded by Withrow to adjourn the meeting at 6:39 p.m.  Motion passed 5-0.
